Contract by Sayreville
Board of Education

Two Sayreville S c h o o l
Board members continued
their debate regarding the
awarding of a contract for
fuxnitwe peeded <for the
new elementary school to
fee erected in the 8 ay re
Wood section and for ad-
ditions to four other ele-
mentary schools. The argu-
ment began at last Friday's
business meeting and gave
every indication of continu-
ing In the same vein Mon-
day.

The debate began follow-
ing « motion by James Oal-
lahan who moved that all
bids on the furniture be re-
jected. Joseph Gavin op-
posed this motion contend-
ing that the bids should be
retained for further study
since some of the bids were
low bids. Callahan explain-
ed that Ms move to reject
the bids was bated on the
grounds that the b o a r d
could not agree In total on
the awards.

Callahan then followed
the first motion with a sec-
ond calling for the award
of a contract to Roberts
Bros, of Pennasuken with
the provision t h a t the
award not include fiber-
glass desk chairs, which ap-
peared to be the center of
their controversy. Instead
he recommended that the
board obtain new quota-
tions for wooden chairs.

The crossfire a r g u i n g
lasted for atoout an hour.
At one point OaUahan sug-
gested that Dr. Richard
Pollock, superintendent of
schools, be empowered to
purchase only _ necessities
for the schools pending a
complete agreement on the
other Items. He expressed
concern over having need-
ed equipment already pro-
vided schools for opening

| day In September. At the
same time he indicated that
Pollack had nineteen years
of experience in such mat-
ters. •

Gavin, meanwhile, said
that prices m i g h t go up
later In the year and held
that the bids should be re-
tained for that purpose.
Callahan urged that the
contract to Roberts Bros.
be gran-ted In order to bene-
fit from the 7 per cent
discount the firm offered If
the total bid Is accepted.
Both Oallahan and Gavin
maintained that some of-
fers contained low and high
Wdfl on certain furniture.

The fiberglass versus the
wooden etoaftns argumemt
erupted when Gavin point-
ed out that the fiberglass
chairs had hairline cracks
and were riveted incorrect-
ly. Oallahan did not oppose'
this objection, but instead,
•with the help of board at-
torney E d w i n Kolodzlej,
formulated a new motion
calling for ' acceptance of
the Roberts Bros, bid, ln-i
eluding the 7 per cent dis-
count, but withholding the
chair i t e m pending new
quotations for w o o d e n
chairs to be obtained by the
bundling and grounds com-
mittee of which Callahan
is chairman. This motion
auperceded t h e previous
two made by Callahan and
was passed 5-2 with Gavin
and Warren Lemerich vot-
ing against .lit.

Prior to the roll call on
the voting, Gavin moved
that hJs o b j e c t i o n s be
spread on the minutes of
the meeting. The objec-
tions -were to the effect that
"all members were aWare
that some Items in the Rob-
erts Bros, contract w e r e
high bids."

At the outset of the ses-
sion, Board S e c r e t a r y
Stephen J. Malik opened
approximately sixty bids re-
ceived for school supply
contracts. The board also
