Library Building Project

Having referred the pro-
position to tftie mayor and
to itihe council for further
study and Tevlew, the mat-
ter was Later more fully ex-
pounded by Councilman
Swiaitkowskl who elaborat-
ed on the adverse condi-
tions under Which the libra-
ry presently operates.

Swlatkowskl pointed out
ithat there definitely is a
great need lor a more spa,-
ctous library. He revealed
that our chllden are being
penalized for tack of room
and that oldsters are reluc-
tant to climb the numer-
ous steps necessary to reach
the • library ait Its present
locaiUon above the South
Asnboy Trust Company.

"Lack of adequate space."
Swiatkowskl reiterated,
compelled the cancella-
tion of periodic lectures
and demonstrations which
the librarian disclosed had
been available or could have
been arranged.
