Search Renewed for

Drowning Victim

The search for the body
of a man missing since ast
November when his boat
overturned in the bay was
renewed over the weekend
when the Coast Guard Is-
sired a report that what
appeared to be a sunken
boat had been seen In the
water off this clty’s shore
line,

The report of the sight-
ing was made hy a Coast
(Quard helicopter on rou-

tine patrol over the Raritan |

Bay, according to Coast
Guard officlals In New
York Otty. Thus the search
for thie body of Frederick
G. Goff, 48, of 17 David
8t., South River, who was
lost in the bay Nov, 29 was
resumed,

At the time of the trage-
dy, Goff and his son, Ralph
18, had been out in the

bay only & shwort time when {-

their boat overturned,
Ralph was picked up by a
pasding tughoat after he
had fioated about in the
icy waters for nearly two
hours. No trace of the elder
Goff or the boat has since
been found.
