Councilman Howley rei-
terated his desire to have
the appropriation slashed
by $10,000 s0 that the Board
of Education would have to
use part of the tuition fees
to findnce the science
rooms and the fire escape.
Harrigan revealed that the
money has to be there be-
fore the mayor can sign
the ordinance. He said that
he wculd llke to see the
‘board delve into its surplus
account. At any rate, he
said, he would llke to make
an understanding with the
board that after appropria-
ting the money, the board
agreed to return the tultion
money to the city later.
