Arson Detection School
Plea For Police, Firemen

Councilman John Howley re-
vealed at Tuesday's council
session that the University of
Ohio will conduct a four-day
anon detection school f o r
policemen and firemen from
September 14-18. He made u
motion that at least one fireman
and on« policeman from the
city be designated to fttend this
course in order to help in de-
tecting1 any possibile cases, of
arsony in the future.

Council-President J a m e s
Harrigan concurred that it was
a worthwhile venture and that
those attending would be avail-
able to handle any such cases
should they come up.

Councilman AI Jankowski re-
called that he and other officials
made an inspection tout of
an arsony dectection school last
year which he thought was
held at Hamilton, New Jersey
and i which was conducted by
state and county police. He ask-
ed that inquiry be made as to the
possibility of that school being
held again thfB year.

The council agreed to seek
further information on this pro-
posal by1 Howley in order to pro-
ceed with it.

Council Engages
Architect for Library

The City Council last
week engaged the services
of Norman Fisher, Sayre-
ville architect, to confer
wit-h members of the Li-
brary Board to evolve a
plan for the proposed new
library in ordej to secure
the material necessary for
a general study.

The City Is mainly con-
cerned with the cost of the
building at this time even
though members of the
board have prepared seve-
ral tsketches as the type of
floor plan they believe best
suited for the building.

Six StyrevllU Boro Council-
men spent t\n lonjf hour* «t-
tempting1 to com* to »gr»einent

srdlny summef swimming
facilities at its sedslon Wednes-
day. The council was unanimous
in feeling that swimming: pro-
visions were urgently desired,
but there was some diveslty of
opinion as to what plan of ac-
tion to follow.

Councilman Joseph Ziemba,
chairman of Parks and Play-
grounds Committee, Introduced
an emergency resolution request,
ing a sum of money In order to
hasten construction of a 10x
200 swimming pool since ,lt did
not appear that a lease on
Duck's Nest, the property of
Such Clay Co., would be re-
newed. He suggested that his
committee be given authorisa-
tion to explore several sites and
that prompt action be taken in
selecting one or more of them.

Ziemba proposed that seve-
ral pools be constructed In va-
rious sections of the boro to
make them accessible to the re-
sidents. He added that these
pools could be used foy swim-
ming in summer and for skat-
njf in winter. Following A
closed conference lasting about

two hours, the councilmen had
balked at this plan since the
cost would be prohibitive at
the present time. Consequently
they voted It down 4-2 with
Ziemba and Edward Fielek vot-
ing in the affirmative.

Ziemba then presented a se-
cond resolution on which no
action was taken. It called for
the construction of a swimming
pond on Bordentown Avenue,
east of Jernee Mill Road. Ac-
cording to Boro Attorney Jo-
seph Karcher who drafted th'e
resolution, this plan needed the
approval of four-fifths of the
council, since it would waive
the customary sealed bidding.

The councilman then argued
out the merits of renewing the
Duck's Nest lease. Mayor An-
thony Popowski summarized
the discussion of the various
proposed plans and expressed
his intention of vetoing those
put to the forefront. He ox-
olained that the body tried to
jpitiate positive action on the
swimming three and four weeks
ago. but that certain serious
aspects delayed the action.

Everythinsr considered, the
mayor continued, he believed
that it would be more feasftrie
to renew the lease on Duck's
Nest for the coming year since
the time factor was an essen-
tial one and that dollar-wise it
was the best solution for the
present.
Fielek Suggests S-Month Lease

Councilman Raymond Presnnl
sided with Mayor Popowski re-
garding the lease renewal on
Duck's Nest. Meanwhile ho ad-
vised that the council and the
Parks Committee seek more
facts and figures on a perma-
nent boro pool for the following
year.

Councilman Ziemba disclosed
that his original recommenda-
tion had been to renew the
Duck's Nest lease, but some
members of the council
disposed unfavorably tow at d if.
As a result, he had prepared
»nd presented alternatives hop-
ing that the residents would
have swimming during the com-
inp summer.

Councilman Edward Fieiek re-
vealed that he is strongly In
favor of giving residents the
relief they needed during the
expected summer heat. At the
same time, he said, he ha* .in
open mind on whatever plans
are proposed". Meanwhile, h*
urged that the .council explore
the possibility of leasing Duck's
Nest for just the three summer
months.

Popowski remarked that this
Buggeatiom was a worthwhile
one which ought to be pursued.
Thereupon the council decided
to have attorney Karcher con-
tact Such Clay Co. about this
and submit his findings to the
council at the adjourned meet-
ing Friday, June 19, at 7 p.m.
Summer Recreation Program

Announced
In a letter to the council, the

Recreation Commission dis-
closed that • registration appli-
cation forms had been distri-
buted to all school children for
the summer recreation prf«rrain
which will begin July 6 and con-
tinue to August 28.

The Commission also sought
approval of the employment of
six men and six women play-
ground directors at $1.2S ptr
hour for a six-hour day. It re-
commended the organization of
a Light Senior Baseball League
for boys between the ages of
16 and 18. Games would be
played on Tuesdays and Thurs-
days of each week.

Councilman Joseph Ziemba re-
ported removal of the air raid
siren in being studied by the
Civil Defense Committee.

A letter w u received from
the Bureau of Fin Prevention
requesting council to consider
the installation of an eight inch
water Una with hydrant at the
end of Pearl St. This to ran
into Major'* Pond which do* to
the present water ibortag*
could be used as a secondary
supply in the event of a Mrioua
fir* in that area.

A report was received fr*m
Thomas Pawelek, president of
the Board of Health, of an in-
spection he mad* at the Aglite
plant on June 16-17. He said
the scrubber will be delivered
this week and the installation
will take place next week. Ac-
cording to Pawelek, the test
haa been satisfactory and will
be duplicated by the final in-
stallation.
