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s.afety Counéil Issues
Holiday Traffic Warning

The Npgw Jersey Btate
Safety Councll estimates
that traffic accidents on
New Jersey's streets and
highways may - take the
Hves of seven persons and
result in injuries to close to
800 ot hers during the
forthcoming three-day July
4th hollday weekend. The
Council’'s estimate covers
the pefiod from 8:00 p. m.
Thursday to midnight Sun-
day and includes immedi-
ate deaths only and not the
additional delayed deaths
which are charged back to
the day of the accidents.
The Councl] also esstimates
that upwards of 850 vehi-
cles will be damaged to the
extent of $100 or more in
traffic mishaps durlng the
period.

The State Bafety Council
reminds drivers that extra
patience and courtesy will
be required to cope with the
hiazards of clese to two-
milllon drivers who are ex-
pected to use the State's
streets and highways dur-
Ing the three-days’ holi-
day period. In the event of
wet weather the hazards of
driving will be increased,
the State Safety Coun-
¢l points out.” Increases
may he expected above the
estimation which is made
for normal driving condi-
tions.

The Council reminds
drlvers that the following
four major driving faults
account for the high rates
of holiday traf{fic deaths
and Injuries: undue haste,
driving after drinking, im-
patience, and driving while
Tatigued or drowsy which
is a prime factor in "loss
of comtrol” accidents.

The Council also calls at-
tention to the need for a
measure of caution when
bathing, swimming, diving
and boating. Drowning ac-
cidents in the state on the
4th of July holiday weéek-
end last year took a {oll of
11 lives, which was three
mnre than the tralfic deaih
toll.

The ordinance represen's &
revamp:ing  of existing plumbin;

The new ordinance consists oi
65 sections which were read to tr-
board in two cetings. the seco:. '
ot which took place in the mayor -
office at City Hall.

The board set July 20 at 7 pr
for a public hearing in City Ha..

The ordinance calls for all work
to be done by a qualified and ¢ii -
licensed master plumber. It -« :
up a board of examinerg to co:
duct examinations for apphicant:
for licenses, a .ee of $100 for the
examination. and a fee of $100 for
the license, as well as a $10 a yea
renewal fee thereafler.

In addition, an applicant m.
present the recommendalion of
two South Amboy licensed plumb-
ers. Journeyman licenses will cost
the applicant $25 for a license ex-

Of the six others who
were initially treated at the
plant hcspital for exposure
to ammonia fumes, all but
two are back to work. These
two are still under treat-
ment, The dc~tors exne:t
complete recovery for all

The men were subjected
to ammonia fumes when a
dump truck with dump
body elevited was driven
under an overhead pipe line
carrying anhydrous ammo-
nia from a storage tank to
an operating building. The
ralsed truck ‘Tbody pulled
the ammonia pipe line loose
at a flanged joint clcse to
a maintenance building
where a number of men
were working. Although
automatlic emergency
equipment immediately
closed the ruptured pipe, an
amount of ammenia fumes
had covered the nearby
area. The area returned to
full operation at about 7:00
P. m. the same day.

Further investigation
showed all equipment was
in good operating condi-
ticn.

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ANTI-SMUT CAMPAIGN GROWS
TO NATION-WIDE SCALE

What is the Mail Order Obscenity Racket?

Posimaster George Stader announced that the
Post Ofiice Department throughout the nation is con-
ducting a campaign against pornographic materials
haoing sent through the mails especially to teenagers.
Stader requests any local resident receiving any im-
proper solicitations, Lo contact his office,

The vile racket that traffics in obscenity and porno-
graphy by mail has ncw reached a sales level estimated
at more than a half billion dollars a year.

Relying on the historic sanctity of First-class mail
in the United States, and Lberal court interpretations
of what constitutes cbscenity, peddlers ef filth can
reach into virtually every home in America,

This is a matlter of growing concern especially to
American parents because teenagers and even grade
school boys and girls are becoming the principal tar-
gets of these racketeers,

The Post Office Department, which is responsible
tor enforcing the laws against transm'tting indecent
literature and film tmrough the mail, estimates that
merchants of filth will doulble the scope of their al-
ready extensive operations over the next four years
unless parents and thz decent-minded public join in
a determined campaign to stamp out this racket.

The Post Qffice Department must rely on the
complaints of an alert citizenry of pocile v whose
homes solecitations material is sent— to take action
against the purveyors of mail-order okcenity.

No Youngster is Safe from
Solicitation by Merchants of Filth

A child need not have indicated any interest in
this trash to receive it in the mail. Th? racketeers
openly solicit every young person whose name they
can cbtain, whether through the purchase of mailing
lists, study of school claz~books, or through the use of
fake business '‘fronts.” Postmaster General Summer-
field says the Post Office Dzpartment has thousands
of letter from indignant parents whose children re-
ceived unsolicited cbscene material soon after answer-
ing an advertisement to purchase some innocent item
such as a baseball 'bat or a toy automomile, or whose
names were obtained hecause they had joined a youth
club or social group

In a recent raid by the Posta Inspectors in New
York City on just one dealer in porncgraphy, 17 tons
of highly obscene printed and filmed materials were
confiscated, as will as mailing lists containing the
names of thousands of high school graduates culled
ocut of high school vearbooks .

Postmasier General Urges
Concentrated Action

In testifying before Congress recantly, Postmacster
General Summerfield sald:

“Ruthless mail order merchants in filth are vio-
Iating the homes of the nation in deflance of the na-
tlonal government They are callously dumpin to
the hands of our children, through our mail boxes at
home, unordered lewd material, as well as sampls:s
soliciting the sale of even more cbjectionable ple-
tures, slides, fllms and related filth. Unquazstionably,
these large, deflant barons of obscenity are contri-
buting to the alarming increase in juvenile deliquency,
as ‘many noted authorities have publicly observed on
repeated cocacsion.”

Repeatedly, in the investigation of armed rotbery,
extortion, embezzlement and forgery, authorities find
that those guilty of the crimes were varly collect®rs of
obseene pictures and films,

Authenities also point out that sex ciiminals and
sex murderers almest always prove to have a jong re-
cord of addlction to pornographic and sadistic ma-
terial. Children who are never expored to th's material,
it is noted, may nevertheless be victims of sex ¢riminals
who have been exposed to it.

In some 18 pages, fine details of
how plumbing work shall be done
is set forth, together with the court
penalties for disregard of any of
the provisions of the ordinance.

Henceforth, no septic tanks can
be installed in the cily without
special permission of the Board of
Heallth and use of such tank must
cease at the direction of the Board
of Health once a sanitary sewer
1s available.
