A kind of a sad pallor hongs over our community wtrh
the passing away last w-ek of two of our memorably promin-
ent residents. With their going a void has been created
which ts poignantly felt and which has made many hearts
heavy with tender resignation to a profound loss.

Muchjs owed to the late Susan M. O'Brien for her dili-
gent, constant and generous services op behalf of oiling,
infirm and helpless patients in and out of the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital, the institution to which she injeparately
dedicated herself in self-sacrifice for so many years.

Fondly recoiled are the comfort, cheer, courage, hope
and relief she brought to those she ministered, wh»the cloist-
ered in the hospital or incarcerated in private homes. As an
angel of mercy and of charity, she was friend to all who have
felt the brunt of suffering tempered by the solace and the
pleasantries sne could bring into their Itv-j.

Only a few short months ago. Miss O'Brien terminated
her active and fine record at the hospital. Her tenure there
concluded 35 years of dedication, 21 years as assistant sup-
erintendent and 9 years as superintendent. During this time
she had ennobled the spirit of nursery and set high standards
for her successors to emulate.

Testifying to her deeds of distinction and merit were the
many doctors, nurses, former patients and prominent citiiens
who came to pay her final reverent tribute for her fidelity to
duty and humanity.

Like accolades of special merit are extended in mem-
oriam to the late Francis X. O'Brien who, through unrelated
fo Miss Susan O'Brien, nevertheless exemplified rh-s same
spirit and dedication to the service of others.

Mr. O'Brien was eminently in Fire Department activities
and was affecfioncfely addressed as "Mr. Fireman" by his
associates. Among Ihe many distinctive offices he had held
were secretary of the Independence Engine Company, a lead-
ing member of the Exempt Fireman's Association, treasurer
of the Fireman's Relief, chairman of the Deliman Fund, chair-
man of the Fireman's Monument, Fir* Cheif in 1945 and chair-
man of the truck committee for the Independence Engine Co.

The deceased was olso chairman of the parade commit-
tee for the 50th Anniversary Celebration and a treasurer and
a principaf organizer of the 65th Anniversary Firemans Par*
ode in 1955. He was most successful in settling cloims for
survivors of deceased fireman, claims which normally would
have been bypossed. His munificent civic contributions ex-
tended as well to Boy Scout fund soliciting. In addition he
was an union official of Local 271 at Hercules Powder Com-
pany where he was employed for 25 years.

It is significantly notable that both these distinguished
civic benefactors passed away on a day Americans cherjsh,
July 4—Independence Day. It is though it were part of the
Divine Plan thai they should leave us on a day preserved to
be perpetuated in honor and in glory—to be remembered
always in posterity. Need we ask ourselves, as we inevitably
do on such occasions—what did they give, what did they
leave us?—in the light of their many kindnesses, sympathies
and compassions?

To our beloved deceased we apply these appreciative
and trenchant-with-meaning words so eloquently expressed
by /ngersolf:

"The record of a generous life runs like a vine around
the memory of our deal, and every sweet unselfish act is now
a perfumed flower."
