e Making every effort to solve the existing prob-
lems at the Sewage Treatment Piant, the mem-
bers of the Public Works visited the Sewage Treat-
ment Plant at Cranston, R. I, Tuesday August
11, in order to Incpect and survey sewage treat-
mend and sludge dewatering practices at this
plant which is considered to be one of the most
hghly efficient and weil run plants in this -area.
The members of the Board of Public Works who
tiade this inspection were as follows: Frank Mu-
s0kno, John Stolte, Thomas Vail and Phildp 8ul-
livan. Accompanying the Board were the Supt.
ot Public Works, Michael Nagle and the City Fn-

glneer, Fdward Rellly.

They carefully inspected the operation of the
Eimco Rotobelt Vacuum Filter in actual opera-
tion producing a dry, easily handled sludge cake
which contained no odors. This unit is compar-
eble to thé¢ new Eimco Rotobelt Filter Station
presently en route to South Amboy which is to
be installed at the sewage Treatment Plant.

Patrick Vona, local health

Llnepector, was present at
the second consecutive
meeting of the city coun-
al to give the governing
body drtailed explanations
of the water gtuation and
the potental dangers that
i threaten it. After hearing
j his report, the mayor and
g the members of the coun-
cil expressed grave con-
cern nver the health haz-
ards Invoived.

Vona alerted the mayor
and the council to the fact
that recent water tests were
ot up to standards expect-
ed. He sald that in addi-
d tlon to the ditch on the fiil
baing filled with stagnant
water due to sand deposits
washad into it through the
mouth of the ditch by
shifting tides, maw sewage
from 4 nearby factory also
found its way there via a
tributary streamm running
beneath the factory gand in-
to the ditch.
