The position has been un-
filed fora number of
monihs and Governor Rob-
ert B. Meyner has been re-
luotant to name a successor
despite pressures from cer-
tain quarters.
~ Meanwhile support has
been mustering in favor of
Speaker of the House Wil-
Mam Kurtz, particularly by
Middiesex County Demo-
cratic Jeaders, for the post.

To date enough backing

has been marshalled to
make Kurtz the leading
contendgr. In addition to
the Democratic leaders, let-
ters. of recommendation
have been reaching thé
governor asking the nami-
ing of Kurtz from state la-
bor and industrial leaders.
