Charles E. Kohttiepp, pres-
ident ident of.Jersey Cen-
tral Power & light and New
Jersey Power & Light Com-
panies today called atten-
tion to advertisements pub-
lished this -week In all
newspapers within the
companies' service territo-
ry.

Entitled "Next Step to an
Accident," the ads a s k
"Please don't post signs on
utility company poles—It's"
dangerous." Mr. Kohlhepp
emphasized the Importance
off the advertising appeal
not only to company perr
sonnel but to the general
public as well.

•Hacks, nails and other
metal objects used In the
posting of signs, he said,
are a hazard to the lives
and safety of linemen
climbing poles. These ob-
jects, Mr. Kohlhepp said,
pose an obstacle to climb-
ing hooks and add to the
possibility that a lineman
may "cutout" while cllrftb-
tng a pole. This, he added,
could result in a serious
Dall and perhaps a critical
tnjairy. It is particularly
land dangerously true. $he
utility head said, during
night hours or storms when
climbing U most difficult.

Posting signs on utility
poles, Mr. Kohlhepp point-
ed out, Is a violation of the
law: Section 27:5-1 of the
Revised Statues of New
Jersey. *
' Civic and neighborhood

pride also Is involved, Mr.
Kohlhepp said, adding that
poles with signs, .posters
and other unauthorized
materials attached to them
are unsightly and detract
from orderly and peat ap-
pearance' of streets and
falahwavs.

Carthy as director w a s
made by boardmember Jos-
seph Hermann and second-
ed by Dr. Frank Parrell.
Hermann also moved to set
the principal's salary aft
$8500. McCarthy, it was dis-
closed, ^ w4M assume the
head bosketfball coach posi-
tion, a post hft-held at 9L
Maryte.

In recommending McCar-
thy for the athletic direc-
torship of the school, Supt.
James Tustin remarked
that the appointee meets all
the qualifications required.
He is a graduate of St. Bo-
naventuore., received his
master's degree at Rutgers
Unlverlsty and has a num-
ber of years experience in
coaching at St. Mary's. In
addition, Tustin said, Mc-
Carthy has state certifica-
tion to teach high school
English" and U. S. History
and has a minor In physical
education.

Officials plan to give fur-
Cher study try a suggestion
that treated sludge from
the sewage plant be used as
a fertilizing agency for the
portion of the fill upon,
which It Is planned to grow;

Peterson reported that ( h «
boilers in the 'school heating
plant were reported by Harry
Flakier of the RarUan Iron
Works in need of repair.

The boiler* ware inspected by
the Hartford i M m Boiler ID*
speetion and Tnsvrsnce Co. on
September 3. Chief Inspector
John Todd revealed that cor*
roeion in the fora of pitting
was noted on internal cm-faces
reaching » etat* where leakage
baa bean found in one tube. The
defective tu.be is in need of re-
placement.

The report also stated that
ail tubes are in advanced state
of deterioration .which may
spring leaks soon. He advised
that replacement of ail tubing be
considered and that (his project
would bg the most economical
procedure to follow.

Todd diacloeed that corrosion
was also noted in a form of
metal 'wasting away at the
hand-bole cover plates so that
gasket surfaces are materially
reduced needing n»w plate fit-
tings. The fumaxe brick work
ia ajsd fa) need of repair. The
board voted to take the neces-
sary action in having the boilers
repaired.

In a letter from Thomas Vail
representing tha school archi-
tect Alexander Merchant the
board was notified that John J.
•tijesbitt, the heating contractor,
will be unable to deliver the
two-unit ventilators contracted
for October 16.
