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COUNCIL INTRODUCES 3 ORDINANCES; GARAGE ORDINANCE ADOPTED Mosquito Control

The City Council had one of
its busier sesaions this week as
three new ordinances were in-
troduced on first reading and
a fourth was adopted on final
reading. The new gprdinances
are ordinances 638, 639 and 640.

Ordinance 638 prescribes and
defines the duties of the tax
assessors of the city and fixes
their compensation at $962 each
per year. Appointed as tax as-
sessor of the firat district for
a full term of four years was
John Sharo; for the second
district, Raymond Fleming; and
for the third district, John Coan
All full terms date from July
1, 1969.

Ordinances 839 requires per-

sons convicted of crimes who
enter the city to register at the
office of the Chief of Police,
The ordinance seeka to have
some control over the influx of
poeople from large cities in
view of the increase in crime
currently and to protect the
welfare and the reputation of
the city from the menace of un-
deénirable persons.
" The scope of Ordinance 639
includes all persons convicted
in the courts of New Jersey or
any other state or country in
the past ten years. Such a per-
son must report to the police
within 24 hours of arrival into
the c¢ity and submit a sworn
statement before an authorized
Officer his true name and all
alias by which he is or has been
known, a description of himself,
date of birth and place of per-
manent residence, his last place
of abode, whether an alien or
citizen, place and date of na-
turalization if auch is the case,
date and type of crimes com.
mitted, where convicted and
sentences imposed, penal inatit-
titions -where confined, and lo-
cation of city residence and the
type of living quarters.

At the timé of furnishing
such information, the person
will be photograped and finger-
printed and these will become
part of the police department's
permanent record.

New Businesses Required
to Register * .

Ordinance 6840 makes it man-
datory for any pbraon, firm or
corporation which intends to
entablish itself in the city to
first advise the governing body
of its intention. Such establish-
ments mist have their type of

iopcntidn described prior to re-

ceiving permission to engage
in their business.

This ordinance hopes to rec-
tify and eliminate any nuisances
and difficulties resulting from
odors, waste disposal and sew-
age problems and hazardous
operations which might affect
the health, safety and welfare
of the inhabitants of the city.

Ordinance 637, relating to the
construction of a new city ga-
rage and the authorization of
the issuance of $20,000 in bonds
or notes to finance it, was
taken up by section at a second
reading and adopted by .title at
third reading. The new garage’
will be located adjacent to the
disposal plant at the foot of
David Street.

New Firm Locates In City

The first floor of the build-
ing is occupied by the Metaline
Products Co. which manufac-
tures wire products. The new
firm will engage twenty people
in the manufacture of electrical
unita for the overn-
ment. It has received five-
year lease from the prysent
owner.
