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COUNCIL VOTES STRONGER BACKING FOR
POLICE; SPECIAL VIGIL FOR HALLOWE’EN

The mayor and the oy
oouncil made it emphatic at
the last meeting of the gov-
erning body that they will
not tolerate any vandalizm
on the part of anyone dur-
ing the observance of hal-
lowe’'en.

The* subject was intro-
duce by Councllman Al
Jankowfki who urged that
special precautonary mea-

1 sures must be taken to pre-

vent any mallziousness

, during picket nights. The
; governing body wishes to

publ¢, and
partirularly parents, that
they will be heid financially
responsible for any wilful
damage caused by children
and, i{f necessary, names of
Juvendiles responsible for in-
fractions will be given for
publicatlon in local news-
papers

Council President James
Harrigan stated that the
effects of vandalism on
Hallowe'en nights are just

as serious as vandalism ef- .

fects at any other time.
Coun:Mtman John Howley
pointed out that just dur-
ing the past week a siiting
' bench in the-vicinity of the
city hall had been destroy-
ed. Although conceding
that juvenile delinquency
in the city had been kept
to a mindmum, the city fa-
thers hoped that this con-
dition would continue to re-
main under good control.

Special Officers to

Augment Police Force

It was disclosed that spe-
cial police officers will be
on duty during October 30
and 31, hallcwe’'en nights,
to patrol the city and to
keep good order. The Board
of Education annoynced
i that it had engaged ‘three
men during the week of
hallowe'en to patrol the
s ¢ hool buildings *and
grounds and especially to
prevent the breaking of
windows. Harrigan reveal-

ed that the insurance com-

pany for the loczal school
complained of paying out
almost as much money for
replacing glass in windows
as it had taken in in pre-
mijum payments.
Cpuncilman Lee Swiat-
kowski asked that the par-
ents of children charged
with delinquency be made
to report to the chief of
police for accounting. He
added that this practice
would nip much juvenite
delinquency in the bud and
prevent serious heartaches
for parents in the long run,

! He also asked that the po-

Uce not be barraged by
calls of intercession on the
part of adults seeking to
ease the oharges and pen-
alties of juveniles in trou-
ble.

Mayor Joseph Charmello
pressed for greater enforce-
ment of the laws and less
interference with the police
in the discharge of their
duties. He said that the po-
lice department is con-
stantly being pressured to
minimize or overlook vio-
lations and other offenses

In summation, Harrigan
pxeswd emphatically that

gard to police interference.
“The police have a job to
do,” he declared. “Qur offi-
cers are being  criticized
both ways.

criticized. Maybe t,hat\\s one
of the faukts of Americans.”
