Board Of Health
Warns On Dumping

At the monthly meeting of
the South Amboy Board of
Health, Richard Schultz, an-
nounced that numerous com-
plaints were received about
d u m p i n g household garbage
on the old city dump. Open
dumping, Schultz said, has been
outlawed by the State Board of
Health. To prevent the danger
of health hazards, the board
plans to recommend the closing
of the road adjacent to the
dump that is being used by un-
known persons. In spite of th'e
fact, that exterminating meas-
ures have been maintained, rats
have been on the increase.

The board advised the health
inspector and the building in-
spector to meet with the new
owner of the two homes on
South Broadway which have
been in need of vital repairs to
be made livable.

The ditch on the land-fill near-
the water-works was discussed,
and concern expressed about
who should assume the respon-
sibility over its upkeep, because
if. it is neglected it can be
source of potential contamina-
tion. A meeting of the engine-
era from this city, the borough
of Sayreville and the County
will be held shortly, to fix re-
sponsibility for its mainten-
ance.
