The other boller was de-
clared unserviceable having
developed a rupture in its
tubing.. The third boller
heats the new annex and
the awditorium and was in-
stalied when the annex was
budlt.

Renovation of the dam-
aged boller was roughly
estimated to cost about
$1000. The board question-
ed whether It would be pru-
dent to. invest such an
amount in retubing the
boller considerIng its long
period of service. At the
same time Board President
Mrs- Howard Ervin remark-
ed that good pressure is
needed on cold days in or-
der for the heat to reach
the top floor of the school.
“Once the pressure Is up.”
ghe sald, “there is no dif-
ficulty in malntaining it,
but sometimes It s 12 pr 1
o'clock before the heat is
satisfactory.”

Heat Contemplated

It was decided to go along
with one boller for the
present in view of the fact
that money was not avail-
able for major work. Mean-
while, Mr. . Merchant and
Mr, Meyer were requested
to miake a survey and a re-
port to the board on four
proposals: replacemernt of
the old boiler, tylng in both
systems, cost estimates and
whether satisfactory opera-
tion can be obtained tem-
porarily with just the one
boiler.

Peterson expressed the
view that no makechift re-
pairs would be undertaken
in consideration of safety.
However, the survey infor-
mation would be studied for
possible budgeting In De-
cember.

Board members also dis-

cus<ed the economy of cen-

trallizing the syrtem so that
No. 4 oil could be used ex-
clusively. It was disclosed
that considerable saving
coutd be achieved with this
oil since Its BTU (a unit
employed In measuring the

heat value of a fuel) con-’

tent is higher. Im addition,

it would eliminate firing
up three boilers separately,
another added expense. Al-
vo explained to the board
by the architect and en-
gineer, folowing lnquiry by
Hermann, was the economy
of shutting down the boll-
ers over weekends.

Initiating the queries,
Harrigan made the follow-
ing proposals: (1) “Unless
the ordinance specifies and
| incorporates street design
standards and road pave-
ment comibsition and
other physical require-
ments, we can expect
trouble”; (2) “Approval or
disapproval of subdivisions
should rest with the Plan-
ning Board”; and (3) “The
ordinance should spell out
the elevation and types of
buildings to be put up in or-
der to proteot the interests
of the City.” He urged that
the Planning Board take
these proposals under care-
ful advisement.

Attorney Kress added
that not only the physical
aspects and the composi-
tion of the streets should be
made Sspecific, but also
other incidentals such as
diameters of water and
sewer pipe lines, pumps,
etc. He declared that plans
for standard construction
and design are now being
prepared and that the de-
talls will be declded,by the
Works Board. These in-
clude the depth of pave-
ments and other matters
which will be on file at City
Hall with the city clerk,

Kress Detalls
Procedural Plan

According t© the expla-
nation given by Kress, the
ordinanze c¢alls for the
Planning Board to complet-
ly regulate the act and to

sutdivisions: The duty of
the Works Board, he sald,
is to adopt or amend the
ordinance as presented.
The Planning Board, he
conflded, is given this uni-
que power (which is not
the oprccedure of other
neightoring communities,
he disclosed) by the origin-
T al ordinance which éreated
the Planning Board.

Kress further elaborated
that the Works Board de-
termines what type utili-
ties are invtalied and that
it is the duty of the city en-
gineer to see that this di-
rective is enfoirzed. Once

ning Board hes final ap-
proval rights of subdivi-
sions and ' the supervision
of such Improvements as

iJt'was revealed by board
member Thomas Vall and
confirmed by that
subdivisions having more
than three lots are consid- .’

A sub-
divider, they sall, can ap-
peal a decision by the Plan-
ning Board to the 8S8uperior
Court within 45 days and
to the 8upreme Court
within 90 days.

What The Ordinance'!

Decreases .

The -ordinance provides
that a subdivider must pre-
sent maps and sketches to
the Planning Board for the
purpose of clarification and
dassification. The appli-
cant must then notity by
mall all property owners
within 200 feet of the sub-
division giving a descrip-
ton of the n and the
time and place of the pub-
lc hearing on it, which
mast be published by the
designated newspaper.

The act also defines what
the subdivider must install
such as streets, street signs,
curbs and gotiers, zide-
walks, lighting, trees, water
mains, culverts, sewers and
other Improvements like
top soil. Vdrious types of
Streets are also classified
and .defined aocording. to
whether they are arterial,
collector, minor, marginal
and right-of-weay.
