Search Continues For
Missing Deer Hunter

Recently, two looal girls, Susan M&l-
lszewskl and Olalre Klerst, both age
ten, vlsl'ted the BUlop House in Tot-
tenville, ataten Island, to view some
of the historic antlquetles of an early
era in American chronicles. There
they were shown the contents of the
ancient-looking stone edifice erected
In d glorius period by Christopher
BiUopp, a roving English sea cap-
tain, who came to these northern
shores In 1674.

Their escort was Mrs. John Earley,
the custodian of the house, who con-
tributed a number of years to the
preservation of this building for fu-
ture generations. The house, owned
by New York City and under the di-
rection of the Conference House Asso-
ciation, .was the site of the first
P e a c e Conference in the United
States, which was held Sept. 11, 1776
between Lord Howe, the admiral re-
presenting England, and Benjamin
Franklin, Jonn Adams and Edward
Rutledge representing the colonies.

A National Shrine
The Blllop House ls a national

ehxine built by the bold-spirited cap-
tain who had considerable Influence
at the English court. Upon reaching
these shores in company with Gene-
ral Andros, the newly-appointed, gov-

ernor, Christopher Billop was given
»S2 acres of land on the island. The
following year, 1675, he chose the
western side of the Island to erect a
manor house directly opposite Perth
Aimboy.

The estate of 932 acres was later
augmented to Include 1600 ayes of
choice land. The estate was enlarged
with the purchase of additional land
on the Perth Amboy side. The house
and property remained in the Billop
family for many years during which
time colonial furniture, priceless in
oufflUiral value, accumulated undet
the careful selection and care of Mary
and Anne, the two daughters of the
captain.

The home, made famous during the
Revolutionary War and becoming the
center of activity for British and
local Tories during that encounter,
was constructed of native stone and
of brick transported from Holland
and used as ballast in sailing vessels.
It still remains an Imposing structure,
a fine example of colonial tastes.
The elegant mansion has walls three
feet thick and an immense arched
basement used as a retreat from
which a tunnel extends to the sea as
a means of escape from Indian at-
tacks.
