YMCA PROPERTY CONSIDERED FOR CITY HALL

The need for a new clty
hall and library broug-t
gbout an informal nfeeting

the City Council together
with the members of the
Library Board, Board of
Adjustment, Board of Edu-
cation, Board of Public WKks.
and the Board of Health,
plus several lotal business-
men, to consider the possi-
bility of locating them in
the PRR YMCA building on
Broadwamy.

Council President James
Harrigan emphasized that
this is only an exploratory
mission to weigh all pos-
sible sites for the new
headquarters. As yet, there
Is no definite statement
from PRR officials that the
property would be sold.

The present city hall site
otoupies a 200x200 ft. area.
The YMCA building which js
over 100 years old, 1s sitnnr-
ed on a 133x209 plus a ¢ fit,
triangle of land. The cust of
the property would be about
325,000,

‘Thg Broadway merchants
who have heard of the idea
are enthuslastic about it.
They, as well as Mayor Jos.
Charmello feel it would be
a desirable stimulant for
local business.

Hermann whether placing
the eity hall in the business
area could ' be considered
good ¢ommunity planning.
Hermann replied_.he was of
the opinion that it was good
planning.

The idea of locating the
lbrary in the same building
with the city hall was op-
posed by the Library Board.

Councilman-elect Frederic
Reese, who iIs presently a
Hbrary board member, indi-
oated he was not in favor
of the proposal of including
the city hall and the lib-
rary under one roof. He said
he believed that the state
would object to suzh a plan;
and that eventually the li-
brary would be crowded out
as the city hall needs would
increase,” and then the li-
brary board would be back
in the situation it finds it-
self in now,

Councilman Al Jankows<ki
was not in agreement with
the proposal, and said he
‘Tavored a mew city hall
bullding on the present site.

Andrew Peterson, vice
president of the Board of
Education expressed a fa-
vorable opinion on the
Broadway site, the present
city hall site, would be re-
served for future school ex-
pansion if the YMCA pro-
perty is purchased.

One of the advantages of
the present site stressed by
Harrigan was the possibjlity
of incorporating the area
from the YMCA tq Stockton
St., and over to Augusta St.
into an enlarged parking
area, of the necessary prop-
ertdes could be acquired.

Speculation on Mayor’s New Year’s

Day List of Appointments

Although Mayor Joseph
Charmello has made known
In advance some of his pre-
ferments for posts to be
tilled during the coming
administration, there s
some speculation as to how
many of these appointees

will be confirmed by the

councll members when this
body sits in session for that
purpose.

Mayor Charmello is ex-
pected to officially declare
his nominations for such
posts in his address which
will be given at the reor-
ganization meeting New
Year's Day at noon,

Among the major ap-
pointments to be consider-
ed is that of a Board of
Bducation seat made va-
cant by the expiration of
the term of Alfons Kola-
kowski. This office, which
expires Feb. 1 for Kolakow-
ski, is for a five-ydar durae-
tion. Mr. Kolakowski has
indicated reluctance
to continue in that post
should he be reappointed.
Mentioned prominently as
replacement for Kolakow-
ski is Joseph A. Wojcle-
chowskl of Ridgeway Ave-
nue, propiretor of John's
Half Way House. Until
Wojdiechowski’'s nomina-
tion is officlally submitted,
there is no assurance as to
what his personal reaction
will be in regard to serving
on the board.

Many other wvacancles
either now exist or will be
open on other boards. In-
cluded in these are t h e
terms of Frederick Reese,
newly elected councilman
from the fourth ward and
John Kelly, both of the Li-
brary Board. Kelly's term
on the Library Board has
expired, but he is expected
to be reappointed for a sec-
ond term. To replace Reese,
Mayor Charmello has
shown preference for Sam-
uel Alexander. .

Likewise, a replacement
is anticipated for John Sut-
11t of the Planning Board
whose term has ended. In
place of Sutliff the name of
Fred Kurtz has been pro-
posed by the mayor, Kurtz
Is an englneer with a local
office at the corner of
Broadway and John Street,
Butliff has served as chair-
man of the Pianning Bd.

Similarly, Mrs. Robert
Rost of Prospect St. wili be
given the nod to serve on
the Shade Tree Commis-
sion In addition, four terms
on the Zoning Board w:ll
be up for replacement to
succeed the two-year terms
of Manvel Applegate and
John Zientek and the one-
year term of Joseph Vall
and Frank Tarallo. Zoning
Board appointments {all
under the jurisdiction of
the Board of Public Works.

Prospects of John Szat-
kowsk{ retaining the post of
Civil Defense thairman are
good as are the positions of
Mary Bratus, assistant city
clerk, John Dooling, city
electrician, and Joseph Ku-
delka, building inspector.

New Welfare Board
To Be Created

There will be three new
appointments for a welfare
board to be instituted inx
the coming year. T h i s
board, consisting of twa
men and & woman, will
oversee the administration
of relief, screen applicants
and make reports to the
ghate agency vhisl, ander-
takes to finance the larger
expense of local costs. No
names as yet have been
quas! - officlally declared
for these positions.

Of a more difficult na-
ture to contend with 1s the
problem of the Board of
Public Works, five of whose
members’ terms have long
expired but which have
been extended to keep the
board intact. A sixth seat
remains vacant following
the resignation of Anton
Foley who no longer is a
resident of the city.

It is a major point of spe-
culation what the final dis-
position of the membership
of the board will be al-
though It is Dbelieved the
mayor will again commit
new names for replace-
ments. All nominations
must be confirmed by the
Council.

Present members of the
Board of Public Works are
Philtip Sullivan, president,
Thomas Vall, vice-presi-
dent, James Duggan, John
Stolte and Frank Musso-
Iino.
