Mr. Stoltz brought t h e
jet age up t o date with a
demonstration of the most
recent application of Jet
propulsion—the gas turbine
engine is toed in the futur-
istic Firebird IM gas tur-
bine'passenger oar.

Jet propulsion ls Just one
of many interesting scienti-
fic principles dramatically
presented and explained in
General Motors Previews of
Progress, which ls viewed
by more than three million
students and adults each
year.

Other demonstrations by
the 2-imn Previews team
demonstrated another ex-
ample of sun power — the
fueJ cell In which "liquid
sunBWne" provides t h e
power for a portable radio.
