City officials were some-
what disconcerted in dls-
olodng that the state Is
holding back deliverance
of the deed to the land fill
on the principle that the
cttty should pay up to ten
times more for the land.

This revelation was made
by council president James
Harrigan who was told by
state officials during a re-

in Trenton
that the state deems
$100 per acre for the 68-
acre tract an Inadequate
consideration. State offi-
cials maintain that In ne-
gotiating with six or seven
other municipalities c o n-
cernlng land sales, mudh
higher purchase prices for
land was being asked.
Harrigan stated that much

money had already been
spent, by the city in devel-
oping the land fill. The re-
cent turn of state thinking
Jeopardizes the $30,000 Har-
rlgan said was already in-
vested in constructing two
toaU fields, putting up a link
fence and extending a wa-
ter main to One area. In ad-
ddtton, he said, the boat
cOUb had expended well
Over $5,000 In deepening
the water basin and devel-
oping a parking lot and ac-
CMB road. Another $30,000,
he' added, was committed
to be spent on a field house,
tennis courts *nd other re-
creational facilities.

This disclosure was made
to Harrigan during a visit
to Trenton to discuss rail-
road gross receipts t a x « s
with Senator Dumont. A
staUe rate of $7.50 per $100
assessed valuation was giv-
en a hearing. While In
Trenton, Harrigan made
Inquiries concerning t h e
long-delayed deed to the
land which was promised
the city.

After months of negotiations and exhaustive ef-
SorU on the part ofl our city fathers, the land was
supposedly virtually ceded by the state to the city for

. an afTeed prlc? of $100 for ea:h of the 68 acres of
Mud. A check In the amount of $8800 waus forwarded
to Trenton where It was accepted and the cancel d
check returned u proof of the -acceptahc? By all
standards the procedure followed was indicative of a
ettuumated transaction.

In accepting the payment, representative* of the
state assured the mayor and council In writing that
KM. of the conditions of the transfer of the" land had
seen satisfied. AJI that remained to fc> done, they in-
formed, was the formality of havinR the deed signed
by the governor. Meanwhile, the office of the State
Department of Conservation notified the city that U-
hM the gre«n tight to proceed with the development
of ttte land for recreational purposes.

Relying on the integrity of the state's declaration
and pledge, the city Invested some 30.000 In additions
Mkd Improvements on the land Including the con-
struction of two baseball fields, a costly fence enclosure.
* water Bne extension, grading of the land and seed-
ing.

Other major improvements were made by the
flbuth Amboy Boat Club such as the construction or
an access road, a parking lot a*nd a deepening of the
water basin at the boat launching site to the tune of
15000. In addition, the city has committed Itself to
farther Improvements on the land in the amount of
kfto.MK) more, to include a field house, tennis courts
and other facilities.

Hedging by State Now
In, the light of these costly expenditures, the ma-

jwr and council were quite dislocated and dismayed
to.hear What the state Is attempting to void the com-
mstments It has made to the ctty through its agents.
Mow It maintain* that Che price the city paid for the
knd Is mwh too low In vUv of .more recent negotia-
tion* wltti six or seven other munlclpalltias concern-
ing land grants. Now the state wants up to ten times
more for the land.

Acceptance of trie money by the state and the
assurance* of the state's Intentions in writing consti-
tute an Iron-chid "meeting of the minds" by state
and dty officiate As .such, a binding contractual
agreement had been,, established which should be Irre-
vokaote even when one of the parties to It is the State.

It seems that the state te attetntping arbitrary
In trying to compromise the issue, nl doing

i Th lso It is leaving itself open to severe criticism. There la
t current of pettiness and Immaturity involved in this
action by the state which could lead to a kind of total-
itarianism, ovectoearance of its authority, or Just plain
warped thinking and fumbling.

It Is our opinion that th« mayor and council should
resist this unorthodox 'action by the state to the fullest
extent. Moreover,. every encouragement should be
given our city officials in supporting them on this Issue.
R Is a matter that should not \$ treated indifferently,
lor It not only affects our pockelbooks but also the
future welfare of our recreational program^ A' sound,
principle Is also in jeopardy. )

We further feel that some distinction \& due our
ctty officials for their alertiness In diligently pursuing
ttie matter while making other inquiries at Trenton last
week. Through their efforts the state's scheme had
been unearthfd. Who knows but how many more
months or ye»TS the city might have had to wait for
t ie deed which was to be but a formality requiring
several months processing?
