In many ways South Amboy and. SayrevlUe are
of the same mold and of the same character. Looking
at their nationality composition, Industry, railroad ac-
tivity, etc. can be discerned many similarities. Many of
the residents of SayrevlUe are native Amboyans and
v&e versa. Marriage and transfer of home sites have
ndi changed their sentiments about either the boro
or the city nor do they consider themselves strangers
when they meet m Common in the churches or In the
various societies of which they are members.

This makes us wonder why there isn't greater In-
timacy and rapport between the two communities In
ciVlc as well as social affairs. There seems to be a chasm
present in everyday intercourse which prevents-, the
kmd of fellowship which the situation calls for. For
many city residents. SayrevlUe seems as though it
were in another county or state. A kind of relation-
ship exists which is akin to a grandfather-grandson
Unship—a reserved respect, but a distance. Yet, down
deep la a profound feeling of a desire for bringing out
this blood: relationship to a point of blossoming and
flourishing fully.

Many years ago both Sayreville and South Am-
boy comprised one civic body. On a highly atuhorlta-
tive source, the break came because residents ot South
Amboy did not pay too much attention to the needs
of Its offspring in the outlying districts. Much of the
resources pf the city were devoted to local .develop-
ment (such as roads and other facilities) to the neglect
of their kin on the fringes. A rebellion ensued followed
by a separation. Perhaps this rebellious spirit Is still
the bottom of courteous but sheltered relations between
the two communities.

Many of South Amboy's problems are also Sayre-
ville problems: In cooperative ventures, much good
can be accomplished. Cooperation can eliminate many
duplications and bring about harmonious benefits
for the common good of both communities. What-
ever suppressed feelings exist should be eliminated in
favor oi open friendship and assistance. A more fer-
vent policy of nelghborllness Is certainly to be pursued
If. only for the sake of reviving a long-existing kinship.

A new organisation, the
Stevensdale Civic Organi-
sation, was formed by resi-
dents of Amboy Oardtns
Development. One of tlwlr
first orders of business was
to storm the CUv Jbuncil
in a body to lodft f bevy
of complaints against the
Inter-County Builders, the
firm which constructed
jthelr homes in Amboy Oar'
dens.

For the most pejrt the
40-odd members of the or-
ganization were exemplary
in presenting their story to
the council and mayor al-
though quite emphat'.:
about their complaints. •

The object of their griev-
ances were Mr. Peck and
Rfchard" Shorfman, both
builders of' the homes. Mr.
Peck constructed the ma-
jor number of the homes
whUe Shortman completed
the last 14. A universal
complaint involved inun-
dated basements. Other
complaints centered about
leaky roofs, cracked base-
ment floors, large openings
between layers of sidings
on homes and improperly
constructed m a c a d a m
driveways.

Chief spokesman for the
group, Michael Mart-one,
requested more lighting on
the streets, correction of
the .water backwashlng
condition, opening of clog-
ged sewers, double-parking
on Stevens Ave. and elimi-
nation of mosquito menace
and hot-rodding in the
area.

Marrone also petitioned
that sand and debris-haul-
ing trucks be barred from
using their streets when
construction of additional
homes Is resumed In that
section. He said that the
roads are already showing
s i g n s of wear, ruts and
abuse.

A final complaint involv-
ed use of Sixth Bt. play-
ground by their children,
who, Marrone said, were
chased away as "outsiders" ,
bx chldren who have beon
using the playground.

Mayer, Cenneif
Sympathetic

Marrone explained that
it is an ordeal forging one's
car through the darkened
streets particularly w h e n
there Is ice or snow on the
roads. When it rains, he
added, water cascades down-
from the hill Into the area
and then freezes during
the night making driving"
hazardous ,TJie sewers, he
said, are sand clogged espe-
cially on Pupek Rd. so that
the oveflow of water has
no outlet. During the eve*
nlngs, patrons of the Bleat-
ing Rink blockade the
roads by double parking
making passage into Am-
boy Gardens a near impos-
sibility. '

The group expressed gra-
titude to the Police Depart-
ment for the numerous sor-
ties the squad car makes
through the area. However,
It was mentioned that an
evasive hot-rodder fre-
quently uses the area roads
as a testing ground for
speeding and stopping with
ear-spUttlng serteehw dur-
ing the night.

Concerning the home
construction firm, Council
President James Harrigan
replied that he made a, call
to Mr. Peck to Inform him
df the complaints and was
promised corrective action
as soon as a member of the
firm is free to leave an-
other engagement In the
South. Harrigan said that
he was ignorant of the fact
that the complaints were
so numerous and promised
the group every possible
assistance.

It was disclosed that
home owners having FHA
and VA loans can ft e e>tt
tome redrew with tftose de-
partments. Harrigan also
revealed that the firms
concerned have been plac-
*d on the FRA restricted
list until their complaints
have been satlsflsd. Ht al-
so purged, others who hjtve

independent loans to press
the matter In order to bring
about results.

The Council President
added that since Stevens
Ave. is a county road the
city cannot do much about
the drainage problem there.
However, upon inquiry, he
gave council consent for
home owners to write di-
rectly to County Road
Commissioner H e r b e r t
Fteeman urging county ac-
tion on their complaints.
Harrigan said that a city
OJtflnance prohibiting park-
ing on either side of Stevens
Aye. from Sixth St. to the
Hole-ln-the-Wall would al-
leviate the traffic conges-
tion.

without fear of denial with
its intended plans.

In addition, a meeting
has been called for all bid-
der* on the revaluation ot
property in the city to dis-
cuss how this matter will
ft* conducted. \

The mayor and council
acknowledged and praised
a* call from Fire Chief Ber-
nard Mackiel notifying
them that firemen have
been posted overnight in
the flrehouser during the
recent snowstorm in the
event of fire emergency.

An application has been
forwarded to the state re-
questing aid for the resur-
facing of George St. from
Pine Ave. to Broadway In
the amount of $5,000. If
the grant Is given; work
will commence on this
street.

Mayor Charmello and
members of the council
asked that greater emphas-
is be given to Civilian De-
fense program. They noted
that other cities such as
New York, have given much
attention to this matter.

Garbage Controversy
(tearing Head;
Council Sends Letter

The contract the Jersey
Sanitation Co. has with the
City for a five-year dura-
tion for the collection of
garbage was Jeopardized
another step by the letter
sent to the firm from the
city clerk's office. The con-
tract has only been effect
for less than two years.

In the letter, authorized
by the couacU, it was stated
that numerous complaints
have been registered at city
hall and with the mayor
and councilmen over the
poor performance In gar-
bage collection. Chief 'com-
plaints were over the col-
lection of garbage in the
alley roads which was tem-
porarily discontinued dur-
ing the snowstorm period.

Tte letter, read by Coun-
cil-President James Harri-
gan, stipulated that the al-
ley coUectlon discontinu-
ance w a s unauthorised
and that late collections
have been made on other
streets. It further stated
that two requests by the
mayor and council for a re-
presentative to discuss the
situation at a business
meeting were Ignored.

The mayor and council
have notified the firm that
discontinuance of the con-
tract on the basis of these
complaints Is being serious-
ly considered and once
again offered opportunity
for a representative to "be
present to give explanations
before final action Is taken.

Councilman James Van-
Derveer asked how many
formal requests at city hall
have .been made and was
told at least ten by city
clerk John Triggs. He then
stated that he wondered
about this since the firm
seemed alwaysT'wimhg to
Investigate and' s a t i s f y
complaints In the past. The
mayor and other council-
men reported that they had
also" received an unusual
number of phone calls,
about the matter.

Councilman* John Rowley
explained that during one
collection the* firm report-
ed an accident to one of its
vehicles which delayed gar-
bage collection until an-
other garbage truck could
be dispatched from another
community.

The public is .nettled
that In the event of future
satisfactory- collections,
calls should be made di-
rectly to th«f Police dept.
where formal forms are
filled out and1 kept on re-
cord. N
