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AREA'S CLAY DEPOSITS DIMINISHING; CONDEMNATION AND APPROPRIATION OF
LAM) DECREASES RESERVES FURTHER

NILS-SQUARE TALK
There will be very little

clay mining and manufac-
turing in this area In the
near future If the predic-
tions of a leading clay
manufacturer, L. H. Mc-
Hose, made In 1922 are ful-
filled. Mr, McHose made
these predictions 38 years
ago to his son, Malcolm M
McHose, who has eo'ntlnued
m the footsteps of his'fa-
ther in this industry.

The elderly McHose re-
marked that the mln'n«
and manufacturing of clay
will either become extinct
in this section1 Or diminish
to such an extent that the
industry would move to
fertile areas. General pop'
ulation growth, increased
taxes and acquisition of
clay properties for" roads,
rights of way and other
municipal purposes were
forwarded as itastJns for the
anticipated decline in an
industry which for many
decades remained promi-
nent in Middlesex County.

A general "squeeze" has
been applied from time to
time on clay manufactur-
ers for land that for many
years remained dormant
.ind kept In reserve for fu-
ture clay needs. Middlesex
County, a rich depository
iU virgin clay, has beconfe
ono of the fastest growing
.iroas in the country. With
population growth came
pressured land demands,
the land which has been
snpplyng clay for the sur-
rounding areas for years.

One of the more recent
»tay companies to feel the
'squeeze" is the Such Ciay
company of Sayreville. For
years the Such Clay Co. has
<icmurred at selling any of
us property, holding back
,ill that it coald for fu-
lure clay sources. The com-
pany owns 109 acres of
some of the best refractory
i-:ay land available and In
early 1959 erected a new
plant to process clays for
the iron and steel Indus-

How Clay C»me to \
Middlesex County

tVcordtng to the memoirs
i L H. McHose, there were

> o natural glacier deposits
if clay In this locality. Just
• « | c e covers the land
K'uiid the South Pole to-

il ay, much of North Amer-
."•ii was similarly covered
thousands of years ago.
tluKe sheets of ice several
'iiousnnd feet thick, called
glaciers, moved downward
ijnin Canada and Alaska a
li-w foet pushing- their way

toward the ocean where
chunks broke off and float-
ed away as icebergs.

As the glaciers moved
forward, they wore away
some of the earth's surface,
lopping off tops of hills
and crushing rocks with
their tremendous weights.
The glaciers scraped and
scooped out great holes In
the earth which later be-
came basins for Lakes once
the weather warmed, ai}C
the ice melted.

As the gladera melted
and the water ran down to
fill the basins, loads of soil
and rock were left behind
l a ridges called "moraines."
Among the deposits of soil
and rock were deposits of
clay in about twenty strata
varying from one to six
feet In the depth of each.

There were at least two
glacier movements known
to geologists b e t w e e n
which thousands of years
elapsed. The first glacier,
called the primary, came
from Lake Huron and had
a large clay composition of
the finest grade. As the
glacier melted, the clay was
deposited in the Wood-
bridge section and through
the years a part of It drain-
ed away to other nearby
areas in solution. This clay
was of a refractory type
which will not deteriorate
under high temperature
and, hence, was very desir-
able as material for lining
Industrial ovens.

The original glacier clay
deposit covered an area of
about ten square miles. The
second glacier followed a
long period of vegetation
and life and brought in
clay of a different compo-
sition containing flae and
coarse carbon, Iron, cal-
cium, suphur and other ele-
ments. When this glacier
arrived, it puehed many of
the primary clays south
across the Rarltan River
bed In partial and Irregular
lines. As a result, Natco and
Perth Amboy deposits are
principally secondary and
the nearby L. H. MoHose,
mine Is primary. By way of
illustration, Sayre a n d
Fischer has mostly secon-
dary clays, as does Perrine,
and Crossman Co. and* Such
Clay Co. has primary cfcys.

Secondary*1 deposits con-
tain clays which are suit-
able for building brick, hol-
low tile, sewer pipe, terra
cotta, chemical stoneware,
porcelain, clay"*t>ond for
grinding wheels, pottery,
floor tile and many other-
uses.

\
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Clay Industry Long in
Existence In Ares

Primary clays have long
been used In refractories,
ever since 1835 to the pres-.
ent. Much of this mined
clay was shipped to points
in New England, New York;
State, Pennsylvania, Ohio
and Canada. During the
Civil War, all the refractory
clays for refractory uses
were mined In this section.
For the most part, primary
clays in this area are de-
pleted or near extinction
through the acQusltion -of
land or restriction of the
use of the land.

From notes preserved by
Malcom M. McHose who
served as secretary and
treasurer of the New Jersey
Clay Miners and Manufac-
turers of Middlesex Coun
ty, we learn that the as-
sociation was first organ-
ized aroun 1900 for the pur-
pose of protecting the in-
terests of the industry. As
the organization developed,
clay mining grew rapidly.

In 19161 the organization
carried the following mem-
bership: Mr. Campbell,
president, Rarltan Ridge
Clay and Sand Co.; D. R.
Edgar, Edgar Clay Co., Me-
tuchen; Charles Bloom-
field, Clay and Clay Prod-
ucts; Mr. Baltz, Dieter and
March (now Carborundum
Co.); Edward Pfeiffer,
Henry Maurer it Sons; R,
ie H. Valentine, Valentines;
McHose Clay Co.; R. H.
Mlnton, General Ceramics;
Leige Tile Co., Menlo Park;

Podmore, Ostrander P l r e
Brick; Mr. Brlnkman; Fred
Whlttaker, General Cera-
mics Stoneware; Ouy Wea-
ver and Victor Main, Na-
tional Flreproofing Com-
pany; Abel Hansen, Fords
Porcelain.

All other clay mines in the
Woodbiidge area are ex-
tinct except A. P. Green Co,
On the north side remains
McHose Clay Co., Carbo-
rundum Co. (formerly Die-
ter and March), Seaboard
Refractories (formerly M.
D. Valentine Paper City
Plant), Rheem Manufactur-
ing Co. (formerly General
Ceramics), Natco, Fords
Porcelain, Federal Seaboard
Terra Cotta (formerly N. J.
Terra Cotta), and A. P.
Green (formerly M. D. Va-
lentine).

Eight ot Fourteen
Remain on South Side
Members remaining on

the south side Include:
Wright Clay Co., Clay and
Sand, Sayre & Fischer,
Crossman Co., Such Clay
Co., H. C. Perrine, Sayre-
ville Clay (subsidiary of
Sayre & Fischer), Architec-
tural Tile, Quigley Co. (for-
merly Old Bridge Enamel-
led Brick & Tile).

Of the original 46 mem-
bers, only 16 now remain
affiliated with the N. J.
Clay Miners and Manufac-
turers Assn. There is even
a greater decrease in the
number of plants that were
once operated.

There are no other clay
refractories located any-
where In New Jersey. What
was once a thriving and
chief industry in this area
has now been reduced to
near extinction. Perhaps
some action on the county
and state level "is in order
to preserve what clay re-
sources are still available.
Many city and boro residT
ents still recollect clay mine
activities In their prime. A
replica of a once prosperous
terra cotta operation re-
mains to be seen\ at the
foot of Broadway. \
