Keon, who Informally de-
plored the wantonness and
purposelessneas ol the acts

Council President Harrl-
gan announced that the
newly erected fence and
ewtlrigs on locks have been
damaged whose, repair runs
Into considerable expense
He made a formal appeal to
parents to help control and
avert such Incidents.

Mayor Charmello said*
that damage to public"
property is Inexcusable, tie*
added that he hesitates to*
make examples of vandals
caught through stricter po-
lice surveillance, but that It*,
may come to that. An appeal
was made to the mayor and
council by the recreation
director, John Zdanewlcz
for more police attention to
this problem.

Councilman John Howley
Intimated that It may be
necessary to have a 18-hour
guard at the land fill. Not
long ago benches supplied
by the city at the water-
front area were overturned
and destroyed to such an
extent that they bad to be
replaced.

Harrigan reported that
State Senator John Lynch
and Assemblyman William
Kurtz have been contacted
eondterning the acqusltlon
of the land fill by the city
He was Informed that vari-
ous efforts have been made
by them Including confer-
ences with Mr. Bontempo
Of the Dept. of Conserva-
tion. Harrigan added that
the city should know within
a month how It stands re-
tarding the land.

A ' conference was also
held by Harrigan with Mr
Major of the Municipal Re-
valuation Commission dur-
ring which various features
affecting the city were dis-
cussed.

Veterans Field In Max-
field, according to a report
from, Recreation Director
John Zdanlewlci, should be
Mady- for use In the fall.
Harrigan disclosed that
problems relating to drain-
age at the field have been
taken up with Sayreville
whose property adjoins the
field, and that cooperative
efforts will be undertaken
with Councilman Alfred
Schuuler of Bayrevtlle.

The, council revealed that
additional work In the
amount of $750 will be as-
signed at the land fill ball
fields to Jan Bros. The work
Involves finishing off the
ball field/which had been
extended another 50 feet
This work, Harrigan said
was not covered In the ori-
ginal contract for grading
liming and seeding since rt
was requested by the Re-
creation Commission after-
wards. The new work will
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be completed In the first
week of May, weather per-
mJLfcllng.

Some Results at
Amboy Gardens Reported .

The Council President
gave notice that Mr. Peck,
developer of Amboy Gar-
dens, will be on hand this
week to take up grievances
made known by the resid-
ents at the last council
meeting. Some residents,
Harrigan reported, have
written to the FHA.

Councilman John Howley
said that he was informed
by the city engineer that
the city sweeper was dam-
aging the streets in the de-
velopment due to the poor
road surface construction.
It was brought out that the
developer is still under*
bond.

Bids will be received for
rough base to be applied on
the Fourth Street extension.
The question of whether to
give the street permanent
paving before lot owners
begin excavating basements
was discussed. There Is the
danger of curbing and" side-
walks being broken up dur-
ing the excavating.

Harrigan also reported
that the driveways into the
sewage treatment plant
and the new city garage are
neaiing completion. A re-
quest for the purchase of
property fronting Main St.
adjoining Briggs Chevro-
let was received from agent
Frank Kaboski and has
been tumid over to the
Planning Board.
Ffare Alarm System Tetted

Councilman James Van-
derveer Informed that the
city fire alarm system was
tested Saurday between 9 a.
m. and 4 p. m. and that the
system Is functioning'prop-
erly. There was some trou-
ble with some boxes not
ringing properly. He ex-
pressed thanks to member*
of the fire department arid
.the first aid for standing by
during the testing. The city
electrician, he said, did a
good Job.

Councilman John Howley
reported that a lengthy ses-
sion was held with the Jer-
sey Sanitation Co. regard-
ing garbage pick-up. A1F
registered .complaints were
discussed. A request watf
made by trie firm to appeal
to all residents to immedi-
ately report all complaints
to the city clerk t during,
business hours, so that thev
can be checked arid correct-
ed. Howley said that the
firm reported much diffi-
culty with Its equipment
during recent weeks result-
ing, In late pick-ups, for
which he apologized. The1

firm now has new trucks, It
was stated.

Howley also revealed an
absence of black smoke
since the JCP&L Co. In-
stalled Us $256,000 preclpl-
fetor.

Cancels Sayreville
Memorial Day Parade
After some discussion in •

vain attempt by veteran*' repre-
sentatives to have the Memorial
Day Parade appropriation in-
creased from $1500 to 12000,
Steve Sebastian, spokesman for
the Sayreville Veterans Alliance
Association, announced that (he
scheduled parade will have to be
cancelled.

At • regular council meeting
last month when the borough
budget was taken up for adop-
tion, the request by the vete-
rans for the increase was de-
nied on the grounds that the
*150p appropriated was ample.
Mayor Anthony Popowski read
off a number of statistics in
which the percentage of trie
money alloted for bands has
steadily decreased in relation to
other expenses in the past se-
veral years.

The veterans based thalr con-
tention for more, money on the
premise that the number of
youths marching in the parades
na* been increasing steadily
each year and that higher costs
for refreshments for them after
the parade were incurred.

Mr. Sebastian argued that
the veta did not want to put on
a shabby parade. The additional
ffiOO, he said, would enable them
to solicit additional bands such
as-the Melrose Drum and Bugle
Corps and the South Amboy
String Band. Since the money
is not available and the time is
short, he said that the parade
would have to be canceled. By
this time other towns would
have already invited the deaired
bands.

Members of the Veterans or-
ganisations «mf>h*slMd that
memorial services will be hetd
by each organisation never-
theless, even though the parade
would Ufli__b«_ich.eduled.
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Potential Losses Front
R. R. Revaluation
Reviewed

The mayor and council
members expressed acute
concern over possible reve-
nue losses to the city should
the railroads succeed in
having their second class
property taxes reduced.

Council President Jamea
Harrigan stated that the
state supervisor assured
him that South Amboy
would not suffer any losses
this "year and that should
adverse legislation be pass-
ed, the city would be able
to forestall any such losses
oven In the future.

According to Mayor Jos-
eph Charmello, the c i t y
stands to lose more than
$100,000 In taxes if the rail-
roads are successful In hav-
ing their properties assess-
ed at less than rO0% true
value. At the same time the
mayor and council presi-
dent revealed that the rail-
roads, In fact, are not be-
ing taxed strictly at a 100%
ratio since their properties
have Mt been re-evaluated
slncewiksjhey are paying
taxes, ir is reported,-on &it
basis of 1911 standards
which does not reflect in"
flationary rises since that
•date.

Second Class property
has been described as mar-
shalling yards, coal hoppers
and the like, which do not
coincide ' with the .main
stream of public thorough-
fare. On the other hand,
first class railroad proper-
ty Is land and faculties
which are construed as part
of the city proper as apart
from the fringe properties.

Mayer Regrets
KR Decline

Mayor Charmello empha-
sized that should railroad
.taxes be reduced, the dif-
ference would have to be
made by the people. Toe
people, he said, cannot
stand it and therefore the
matter should not be taken
lightly. He deplored the
fact that the railroads are
no longer the prime source
of employment and reve-
nue. "I regret to see this
come to pass," he said.

Harrigan stated- that he
and other city officials
have been watching these
developments carefully for
the past year and half. "We
are not trying to frighten
the people," he said. "We
constantly hear the cry of
the railroads that they are
losing money on passenger
fares, but we - never read
of losses from freight. All
businessmen know that
profits cannot be made
from everything. We want
the people to understand
that much is being done by
the mayor and council to
fight down any losses to
the city."

Agree To Join Other
Municipalities

Mayor CharmeBo sum-
marised the isuue by say-
ing that there are presently
many bills In the hopper of
the state legislature con-
cerning the railroads. 'He

\opinloned that any losses
in the fflture should not be
Incurred on the local level.
He mentioned the sugges-
tion made that Parkway
funds be used to alleviate
railroad meney problems.
Among other possible meas-
ures being studied, he said,
is the proposal that a mora-
torium be given on the
1958-59 railroad taxes

Councilman James Van-
derveer reported that the
Borough Qt fiaynvUte haa
finally won Its fight on the
Ernston Road RR under-
pass and that work to wid-
en the hole-ln-the-wall
there should begin this
year. He compared Sayre-
ville's underpass problem
with that of South Amboy's
hole-ln-the-wall In Mecha-
nicsvllle. He asked that the
mayor and council do some-
thing about the local un-
derpass problem.

Council President Harrl-
gan . commented that the
matter has much merit and
deserves serious thought
and consideration. It was
voted to have the Pennsyl-
vania RR prepresented at
the next business meeting
to discuss the problem.

rats.
The residents stated objec-

tions to the further open-
Ing of Kathleen PI., which
Is presently a dead-end
street on the premise that
a strteet opening would*1

constitute a danger to their
children and that the road
was not constructed to car-
ry heavy traffic.

The second petition ob-
jected to permitting Jen-
sen's Oas Station to tie Into
the existing sanitary sewer
because the facilities are
already taxed beyond their
capacity and would increase
the health hazard and In-
convenience the neighbor-
hood.

A third petition took is-
sue over hill construction
on land owned by Mr. Jen-
sen because of a question of
safety, a precarious pitch to
its slope, erosion and water
drainage carrying debris
inundating the area, clog-
ing sewers, the unslghtll-
ness of the construction
and property devaluation.

A number of the peti-
tioners from the Melrose
section were on hand to
press their complaints.
Some said that a cribbed
wall, using railroad ties,
was above the legal five
feet In places and that re-
cent rains have undermin-
ed It. They Were concerned
over the safety of their
children, from 'havlg the
wall fall on them.

Borough Attorney Joseph
Karcher explained that the
matter was a question of
constitutional rights In-
volving a resident's prero-
gative to use of his prop-
erty as well as a possible
nuisance and hazard from
Its use which a court might
have to'decide. An investi-
gation will be conducted by
the borough engineer and
city officials to study the
problem and all Its factors.
