Having delayed action on
a revaluation program for

almost efght \months, ac-

cording to Council Preasi-
dent James Harrigan, the
cussion at the regular meet
issue was put up for dla-
meeting tonight and
brought to conclusion.

Harrigan said that for
seven or eight months the
mayor and council wonder-
ed what to do a0 as not to
commit the city adversely
on the matter. There was a
question extant whether
the city would suffer reve-
nue losses through 100%
property valuation for tax
PUrposes.

The Council President
stated that a state consult-
ant, Mr. Major,. was pres-
ent at a recent businema
meeting during which time
he explained the program
in detail and particularly on
how the city would be af-
fected In carrying out the
program. He  explained
what could be—doner—and
what was to be done In
other munficipalities.

On the basis of his ad-
vice, Harrigan sald, he re-
commended that action be
taken on the matter. “8o,
Amboy needa it,” he re-
marked. “An inspection of
the tax records will bring
them up to date and will be

{ helpful in drawing up & tax

map.”

Harrigan stated that the
present system is antiquat-
ed .since different bench-
marks have been used in
different parts of the city.
He further explained that
no bond issue is required
sfhce by law the city is per-
mitted to pay the costa of
the revaluation program
over a five-year period.

. Municipal Revaluations,
Inc. of Irvington was given
the nod to go ahead with
the , program. This firm
submnm s bid of $18,750,
which was the lowest bid
obtained when they were
advertised for publicly. A
motion to that effect was
made by Councilman James
VanDerveer and seconded
by Councilmsn Al Jankow-
ski. It was passed unani-
mously by the entire coun-
¢il membership.

Harrigan added that all
property In the city will be
-evaluated on o fair-and un-
prejudiced baasis. Before the
program is instituted, he
said, repredentatives of the
firm will explaln the pro-
gram in full to the public
ahd will ltkely send out let-
ters of identifications over
the signatures of the ma-
yor and counctl to all prop-

erty owners.
