The obfections to pgy-
ment of a bill to Piersa)-
Pine Manutacturing Co. of
Olk_a..

SUPT. NAGLE DEFENDS
CITY SEWAGE SYSTEM
AGAINST COMPLAINTS

Beveral complaints and
bills were presented to thé
Board of Public Works by
jocal residents for damage
and costs incurred from
water seepage -on private
property. In almost all cases
SBupt. Michael Nagle exo-
nerated the city “system ot
any liability.

One complaint came from
tlre  Baranowski Market,
corner of Henry 8t. and
Pine Ave., over water enter-
ing the basement of the
premises during the resur-
facing of David Btreet.

Nagle explained that the
contractor surfacing David
St hooked up to the hy-
drant at that corner for hla
water supply. In hooking
up, the contractor did not
turn on the hydrant to full
force, s0 that there was
“bleeding” at that hydrant
and seepage into the Bar-
anwski basement. The hy-
drant 1s operated correctly
only when turned on full
force,

Mr. Baranowski ¢ o m-
plained that the water had
undermined the sidewalk
adjacent to his store and
that he did not hold him-
self responsible for any in-
juries that might occur
from the sidewsalk cond!-
tion. The board resolved to
hold the contractor respon-
sible for whatever damage
wes done.

A second complaint was
accompanied by a bill in
the amount of $40.00 for
damage done to a home
basement. In this case Mr.
Nagle explained that fre-
quently residents call in
the water department when
they find water in thelr
cellars, blaming the condi-
tion on the sewer aystem.

More often than not, Mr.
Nagle sald, the water ls
the result of surface drain-
age and not & faulty sewer
condition. Another source
of malfunction, he added,
{s faulty home plumbing.

The City Not a
Welfare State
In residents calling the

water department, Mr. Na-

gle remarked, he iz obliged
to send employees to inves-
tigate lest the city have
claims friled against it
Sometimes, . he declared,
these calls conte dring the
night when employees sent
to investigate have to be
pald overtime and double-
time pay. If the investiga-
4on proves that the city
{s not respousible for whats
ever condition the caller
complains about, he sald
the resident is lable for the
costs.

“we must take a atand
on this,” Mr. Nagle sald.
“The city 18 not & welfare
state that it has to pay for

-atl-the—mork {ta #muplovees
are called in to'do. Fre-

quently the cendition is
traced to home plumbing
defects and not the sewer
system.” -
My. Nagle aleo reported
that now more than ever
residents are dumping
grease and different kinds
of detergents into the sanl-
tary system which clogs up
the lines since manufac-
turers have not come up
with solvents which will
dissolve all the deposits, He
said that his department is
encountering much trouble
on soctount of this practie-
tice, particularly with the

city sewers.
On motion made by James
Dugan, Bupt. Nagle was

glven approval to use his
discretion on calls of com-
plaint mede by residents.
