ex on Rt. 9 and fronting High-
way No. 35.

Protests against transferring
the tavern license there wert
also reci-ived in the form df a
petition ttigned by 'M person*.
Thr hospital executive commit-
tee contends that the proposed
location of the tavern is ap-
proximately one-quarter mile
from the hospital in premises
now occupied by a plumbing
concern. It held that a tavern
on such s busy highway wm^d
be detrimental to the interests
of the city .

Louis Nlttl, spokesman for
Thomas O'Malley, stated thmt
the transfer had been advertised
for two successive weeks and
that no word of any objections
was received up until 15 min-
utes prior to the council meet-
ing. He said that he had no op-
portunity to discuss the issue
with the objectors. In any
event, he said, the law requires
that notice be given to a request
to meet objections.

The spokesman remarked that
the plan of the tavern has been
misconstrued and that if allowed
would even be helpful to hospi-
tal employes. He said that his
client intends to set up a family-
type establishment to which a
restaurant will be adjoined. It
will not be a "wild-drinking"
type place, he asserted.

Council-President Harrigan
said that his points are wed
taken but that if there were no
objections from hospital or
residents, the city would be
free to act on the transfer. Nicti
said that he cannot see any vali-
dity to the objection since the
tavern will be located at some
distance from the hospitiil. It
was voted to advertise fur a
public hearing* on the mater.

VANDERVEER CITES 169th ANNIVERSARY
OF THE POLISH CONSTITUTION

The 169th anniversary of the sighing of the Polish
Constitution was reverently marked by Councilman
James VanDerveer at the regular council meeting
Tuesday. Copies of the citation were released to the
press and portions of It were read publicly at the ses-
sion.

VanDerveer generously commended the foresight
and the virtues of the Poles In-signing the document.
He ascribed some of these traits to the expatiated sons
and daughters of Poland who since 1791, the signing
of the constitution, have migrated to America to be-
come American citizens. The text of VanDerveer's cdm-
memoratlon Is as follows:

MAY S, 1M0
. "Today we pease for a ssiante to celebrate Polish Cos*

stltatfcn Day. Oa this day 1*9 years ago a great progressive
sad democratic dscanent wsa signed. On May X 1791, the
conatitatioa or Poland was enacted. Jt was ea that day that
* Mwsiirth of. freedom oeco/rad in^Polaad, and each year free-
dom-loving Polish people cbaiaaembrate this day, even thoMgli
daring the past 16 years in Poland they have been forced to so
in secrecy.

"Polish Constitution Day means to uie American peopte
mere than just another historic date. Tor laeVed the Polish
people have, throughput the years, Ĵ CCOBM so intricate a part
•rthe American Republic that an unshakable bond of friendship
exist between the two countries. Some of oar finest eitisena
are of Polish descent and thej, along with others, have workW
uWeaslagly to elevate, our, nation to a position where today we
stamd foremost among the world's powers.

"And today let us aĵ o remember those heroic Polish In-
dividuals, like Caelmlr Pataskl and, others who took so oat-
standing a part In the American Revolutionary War and even
seerirUcd their lives for the cause of liberty on this continent.
When we think of those threat men, we can more deeply comp-
rehend the dauntieas spirit and invincibje fortitude with which
tpe patriots of Poland seem determined to shaie off-the 8©#ie»
X«ka, and which have commanded the admiration of the entire
world, including no doubt that of the Soviet tyrants themselves.

"t/nlted States has always championed tha rights of any
people to choose tKelr oWeystem of goternmeai, %xA until th*
people of Poland regain their freedom our own system of gov-
ernmeat is the leaf for i t

"We muat pledge ourselves oh this anniversary of the1

Polish Constitution, to the support of any nation striving to be
free of oppression; and to the bra*e people or Poland we must
dedicate our unrelenting efforts to bring freedom from human
Bondage."

Note: The Polish Constitution Is the first European writ-
the United States. It was promoted in Poland by Thaddeus
ten constitution and the first to be written outside shores of
Koscfuszko after his return from fighting with American forces
m-the American Revolutionary War.
