Emergeney Appropriation

An emergency appropria-
tion of $1,700 has been fix-
ed by the board to be re-
guested from the C i1ty

The clarifierg
are needed to prevent over-
flow of sewage at the plant
during heavy rainfalls. The
poard seeks to conform
with the State Board of
Health sanitary regulations.

Samples of Water
. Displayed

A number of sample cuts
of water taken from the lo-
cal water system put on
display by the superintend-
ent. All samples taken from
the water standpipe Bun-
day showed the water to be
without coloration after a
hydrant had been flushed
indicating that rust in the
line caused the discolora-
tion.

Water reaching homes,
the superintendent explain.
ed, s under relatively low
pressure compared to the
stirring of the lines when &
hydrant 1s opened f o t
flushing at full force. Hy-
drants are flushed periodi-
cally to loosen rust acumu-
lation,

Upon motion by Philip
‘Bulllvan, the board voted tg
have a stern letter sent tg
a tesident of Sayreville who
dameged a hydrant at the
Bordentown Ave.-Feltus St.
Intersection. The youth
struck the hydrant several
months ago and agreed in
court topay full costs
amounting- to $250. Since
his Initial payment of $125
the board received no fur-
ther remuneration,

All board members agreed
to inspect the damage done
at the corner of Pine Ave.
and Henry 8t. to the side-
walk and basement of g
had been allowed to bleed
and drain. The board de-
clared that the hydrant was
opened by a firm to obtaln
water during the resurfac-
ing of a nearby street.

The board declared that
the firm did not obtain per-
mission to open the hydrant
nor did it openthe hydrant.
at full force, which is the
proper manner of opening
it. Indications were that
damage costs would be held
against the firms’ posted
bond.

Water Line Dead Ends

To Be Eliminated
