The Park repair request
Involved cleaning of a scep-
tic tank and repair of the
restrooms. The latter had

.Awn damaged by vandals
who broke locks on the
door* to gain entry. Mr.
Nagle and Board vlce-presi-
sldent T h o m a s Vail ex-
pressed a desire to have
these facilities In operation
because of the Increased use
of the park during the sum-
mer months.

Both requests met some
opposition. Mayor Char-
mello mentioned the fact
that no emergency appro-
priation resolutions h a d
Men enacted so far In the
first five months of the
year and hoped that this
record could be extended
He asked that, If granted
the moneys be made avail-
able through other means.

Question of Park
Supervision Juris-

diction Raised
Borne questions w e r e

raised as to who has the
responsibility of malntan

ing the park, the city or the
board. Mr. Nagle stated
that the city never offi-
cially turned over the park
to the city park was estab-
lished with city funds. The
governing body assumed
that the board held this re-
sponsibility.

It was determined to dis-
cuss Jurisdiction of the park
at the next business session
at which time both board
requests would be on the
agenda of business. Mr. Na-
gle, meanwhile, urged de-
finite action on the park
repairs since these facilities
are essential to users of
the park.

The mayor and counci
took occasion to express
their discontent with the
constant vandalism which
occurs at the park. Coun-

A DECADE PASSES - THE 1950 EXPLOSION
STILL RESOUNDS IN THE CITY

South Amboy residents profoundly cherish their
tiny but significant city and tragic events such as
the May 19, 1950 explosion only tend to Intensify their
feelings for their native town. Such sentiments are
clearly evident in the constrained expressions of their
facial features particularly when they reminisce that
fateful day when all bedlam broke out.

It came like an unexpected bolt of lightning which
ripped through the city, rumbling and searing its way
through shattered windows, flying debris and criss
of pain and terror. Yet, In spite of it all, courage was
far from lacking and Initial moments of fear and sur-
prises were quickly supplanted by. level thinking and
quick action.

In no time all but the most prominent traces of
the blasts were put back in order as the valiant people
set out to rectify the situation. Most of them did not
forget that despite extensive material damage, for
the most part local residents were spared critical in-
Jury or permanent disabilities. J t was the providence
of God, they reasoned, and lips moved in grateful ap-
preciation heavenward.

Today, the 1950 incident Is freely discussed with
gleaming eyes and sobered expressions. It was an ex-
perience none will forget and many will often recall
In Isolated conversations.

. Just one decade ago, at 7:39 p. m., tons of explo-
sives loosed their pent-up energies and spewed havoc
and destruction over a several mile radius. On that
fateful Friday, 33 dock workers were blown to shreds.
The remains of some of them rest peacefully today at
Sacred Heart Cemetery. Only one casualty among lo-
cal residents resulted—the death of Mrs. Mary A. La-
eowski, 63, of Washington Ave., who succumbed from
a heart attack.

Some Unreported Incidents
Deep In the hearts of some residents are countless

personal mementos of that terrifying day which are*
kept sealed and revealed only In moments of pious
reflection. These are the mementos which are en-
crusted with humble gratitude to God and His all-
pervading mercy and protection. They are rarely dis-
closed but can be seen in the softness of the eyes of a
mother or a father, or in the mellowed voice of an
appreciative spouse.

Take, for Instance, the providential happenings
In the home of Mr. ana Mrs. George Kress, whose 5-
month-old daughter, Mary Louise, lay sleeping in her
crib when they resided at the corner of Henry- Street
and Stevens Avenue. The first blast brought down a
crucifix, which was part of a last rite fixture hanging
above the crib on the wall. The crucifix stradled the
eyes of the infant and protected her from the slivers
of glass which were later found imbedded in the cross.

In many other cases, infants put to rest lay un-
scathed while numerous glass missiles flew about
from shattered windows. In the home of Mr. and Mrs.
Edward Zreblec of Augusta Street, two Infants were"
preserved from body harm In the midst or resounding
and collapsing walls and ceilings. As though preor-
dained, a crib containing one«year old Catherine fcre-
blec remained undamaged In the one corner of the
room in which the plaster On the wall and cftUng
heM. A second child, two-and-a-half-year-old James
Zreblec, was retrieved from the room moments be-
fore the collapse of the ceiling over this youth bed.

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Bond Notes Totaling $116,000 Renewed For
Year; Objections To Assembly Bill Registered

Two notes which orpin May

18, I960, were renewed by « t -
olution* for another year by the
city governing body. In doing
so, city officials took advantage
of a low bond market. Contin-
uance of the promitiary note*
without renewal would have in-
creased the total coit* of the
loans became of higher rates
of interest.

Both bond notes were ex-
tended until May 18, 1961 at the
annual rate of 3%. The first,
authorized under ordinance 6Z8
is in the amount of $70,000. It
was appropriated for the pur-
pose of laying, new water lines
and eliminating dead end*. The
note wa* obtained from the
First National Bank.
The second note in the amount

of $40,000, was granted by the
South Amboy Trust Co. The.
money was appropriated for
addition* and improvements to
the sewage disposal plant un-
der ordinance 630.

State Assembly Bill 624, a
bill introduced from Hudson
County for the benefit of Bay-
onne, was adverted to in a
letter from SayrevilU's Mayor
Anthony J. Popowski and Fi-
nance Chairman Alfred Schuas*
ler. The Sayreville officials re-
ferred to the bill as "not good
legislation" which would ad-
versely affect the gross tax
receipts not only of Sayreville
and South Amboy, but of other
municipalities as well.

The measure affects all com-
munities having power station
plants. Popowski and Schussler
gave the following reasons for
opposing the bill:

The legislation was Introduced
primarily for the benefit of inly
one community and is opposed
by other communities in the
same county. A law which ha*
«U>od good for 20 year* cannot
become bad overnight. If pass-
ed, it would trigger wide-spread
legislation for it* repeal and
would work grave inequities on
municipalities having public
utility installations. It would
undetermine the financial stab-
ility of municipalities depend-
ing on gTos* receipt* revenue
and, finally, it does not have
the endorsement of any recog-
nised authority on taxation in
the etate.

Upon motion by Councilman
John Howley and supported by
Mayor Joseph Charmello and
members of the council, It was
voted to authorize City Soli-
citor John Mullane to write the
State Assembly about South
Amboy's objections.

Board of Health PresWer'.

Richard Schultz was called upo.
to give an account of the eater-
pillar extermination program
Schuttz reported that the board
has been busy doing what it can
with the able assistance of
Jesse Wolfe who has made him-
self available at all hours in
this work.

Schultz said that the board'*
work has been seriously hamper-
ed by owners of vacant Iota
who have allowed the caterpillar
pestilence to become entrenched
in trees on their properties. The
caterpillar* from these trees'
have ipread to other trees, be
said.

The board president added
that these owners have been
approached in past year* about
thi* problem, but have not acted
upon it despite promise* of co-
operation.

No.,one s u r p a s s l a gxatltmto th» gratitude of
Mrs. Catherine Lyons of 387 Conovttr St. whose hus-
band, Luke Lyons, was on duty u a Pennsylvania RR.
policeman In the vicinity of the blasts.

Luke Lyons was In th» process of eating his luncH
when the anti-personnel mines roared skyward and
projected horizontally in all directions. He had Just
called over to Austin Stolte, last year's, city fire chief
and A RR. foreman at tne piers, to Join him and share
his lunch with him. Minutes later Luke was being
rushed to the South Amboy Memorial Hospital for
emergency treatment.

Catherine recalls that he .was delivered as far
as the maternity wand and moved no further in order
to conserve time. Doctors Immediately began stitching
him and doing all that they could to keep the spark
of life burning within him. Despite all they could do,
he was not expected.to live the night out.

Luke carries with him permanent scars. He lived
through that crucial night, his wrist dangling because
of a torn cartilage. He survived a severe head con-
cussion and internal injuries and whoever feel quite
the same again. Meanwhile, Catholic clergy, notably
Msgr. James Foley, then the pastor of St. Mary's, and
Fr. John Qrabowski of Sacred Heart Church, adminis-
tered the last rites of the Church to him. He recalls
that he had this rite administered at least nine times
that day by priests who were uninformed of previously
given rites.

Fr. John Orabowski then visited Catherine to in-
form and console her. Above all Catherine remembers
the wonderful and helpful spirit shown her by her
Mechanlcsvllle neighbors. Luke and Austin were the
only two persons In the proximity of the blasts who
live today to tell about them.

Mother Injured, Son in Hero's Role .
In Sacred Heart Church, Fr. Melvln Stanczewskl

was Just concluding May services In honor of the
Blessed Virgin when the deafening road preceded the
elevation of the Host. Church windows were crushed
inward from the force of. the surging air pressure. In
a middle pew sat Mrs. Vincent Macklel absorbed In
the services when the "glass shrapnels encompassed
her. Mrs. Macklel emerged fTom the church severely
cut.

At the piers, meanwhile, her son. Bernard Mackiel.
was diligently engaged In rescue work Afterwards, ob-
servers and other workers commented on the zeal
and disregard for personal safety with which he ap-
plied himself. Today he is South Amboy's fire chief.

Others who distinguished themselves that day were
Ed Whitmore and Walter Orembowiiz, who swam in
the icy Raritan River toward the barges to render
whatever assistance they could. Both are members of
the Enterprise Hook and Ladder Fire Co.

Space limitations do not permit recounting all of
the heroic deeds and the unusual Incidents that were
taking place that day. There wei% hundreds of out-
of-town rescue workers and first aid administrators
who deserve the undying gratitude of the city residents.

One resident, when a student at Purdue University
at Lafayette, Indiana, recalls hearing the news flashes
being repeated Over radio stations and, apprehensive
as to the safety of his family and friends, sat at a
phone all that night trying to make a call. It wasn!t
until the next afternoon that he felt relieved after get-
ting In his call.

Perhaps the least concerned in those dreadful
momenta were three girls born in the South Amboy
Memorial Hospital, who, It can rightfully be said,
came into this world with a smashing "boom!"

The heaviest responsibilities fell on the shoulders
of John D. Leonard, the mayor of South Ambov In
1950, to whom was entrusted the task of supervising,
coordinating and effecting rescue and other opera-
tions. Most disappointed, perhaps were the member-
ol St. Mary's High School who were on the verqe of
going to the prom at their school that evening.

Despite the holocaust, South Amboy residents ran
look u'pward and render manv thanks trv a bpr>"vr>' •
arid benlgn'Lor'd who spared them many pos^ityp <
(jedies and heartaches that eventful day.
