In relating Fr. Urbanik’s
career in the priesthood,
Rev. Szymanski disclosed
that the honored pastor
was the fourth child in a
family of ten, the son of
Francis and Victoria Urba-
nik of Trenton. Immersed
in economic - hardships, Fr.
Urbanik spent an interval
of time laboring in a local
factory to accumulate funds
for the seminary.

He entered 8t. John Can-
tius Minor Seminary at.

Washington, D. C. in 1911 |

and 8s. Cyrll and Metho-
diys’ 8eminary In Orchard
Lake, Mich. In 1918. After
studying theology at Our
Lady of Angeles Seminary,
Niagara, N. Y., he obtained
major orders and was con-
secrated and ordained to
the priesthood in 8t. Mary's
Cathedral, Winnipeg, Can-
ada, where he inaugurated
his career following an ap-
peal by the Canadlan bish-
op for priests to minister
to the flow of immigrants
then entering Canada.

Fr. Urbanik returned to

Trenton in 1926 after re-
maining for some time pas-
tor of 8t. Hedwig's Church
in Brandon, Manitoba.
Bishop Walsh of Trenton
assigned him to Sacred
Heart Parish, S8outh Amboy,
as assistant pastor to Rev.
Zenon Lesniowski in which
eapacity he served for al;
most three years.
_ In 1028 Fr. Urbanik was
promoted to the pastorate
of All Baints Church In
Burlington, where he re-
mailned seven years. On
May 3, 1935, he was trans-
ferred to Sacred Heart Par-
ish, Souh Amboy, as pastor.
Thus began a chapter of 25
years in his career for
which he was honored
8Sunday.

Fr. Urbanik was parti-
cularly feted for the devo-
tion and zeal with which he
carried out his duties at
Sacred Heart. During the
quarfer decade, he was in-
strumental In erasing a
$300,000 parish debt, inno-
vated many spiritusl, so-
¢ial, cultural and athletic
pursults for which facili-
tles were provided, pur-
chased a parking lot and

terected the Our Lady of

Fatima Shrine. During his
tenure, the parish expand-
ed three-fold in Ilaity gnd
over $2 million In parish
plant properties.
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SUBDIVISION ORDIN. GETS
IMITIAL APPROVAL

Qrdinance No. 0, which seis
forth standards, rules and regu-
lations pertaining to subdivision
of land within the city limits,
was carried on first reading by
the Board of Public Works' st
its regular meeting Tueaday
night :

The ordinance ordains that
no approval of s Pplot will be
granted to a construction firm
which does not post a mainten-
ance bond with the board guar-
anteeing maintenance of streets,
curbs, sidewalks and utilities
against wear and ‘tear for a
pariod of three years after a
subdivision has been developed.

In addition, the ordinance
rules that the city will be in.
demnified against defects In
workmanship and material for
the same duration. The ordin.
ance becomes effective follow.
ing adoption after a second and
third reading.

The bill received unamidus ap-
proval from~the board. In Vot-
ing for it, Board President
Frank Mussolino remarked “The
city needs it for its protection
and I, for one, go along with

it” Board member Philip Sul-
livan put in the motion to have
it approved on first reading.
The procedures in carrying it
out were drawn up by the Plan-
ning Board. }

Employee Compensation to

be Revised

The regulations governing
accident compensation for jn.
jured employees, which have
besn extant sines April 13,
1850, will come up for revision
at 3 special mesting of the
board to be called by its presi-
dint.

The matter came up when
Supt. Michael Nagle disclosed
that one employss was being
compensated according to the
present plan, which grants an
efployse full pay by the board
for the firat days and
$25 per week for a period up
to 12 weeks. The insurance
policy provides that the board
has the right to increase, de-
crease or discantinue payments
at “its discretiod,

In the case on hand, board-
member Thomas V ail moved
that the employse concerned be
carried on the sick list and ﬂn{
the present plan be sbandoned
John Stolte and James Duggsan
lent their support to voiding
the old resolution and in setting
up s temporsry plan until a
new resolution is adopted.
_Under the old resolution an
employee was paid a full wage
the first week and insuranes
compensation afterwards. In
the temporary plan -ths em-
ployee would be entitled to the
full pay the first week plus
half-pay and the insurance com-
pensstion- of $25 for succeding
weeks, ‘

Board memb e r s contended
that in some instances their em.
ployees were treated “as or-
phans” in comparison to other
¢ity employesas. They sxpress-
ed a desire to put their em-
ployees on an equitable basid
with other employees of the
city.

Water Works Park lseuwe

Taken Up

Pursuing the matter regard-
ing the request for an emerg-
ency, appropriation to pay for
the installation of piping at the
sewage plant, Supt. Nagle re-
vealed that the City necil
was reluctant to subscribe to
such financing at this time. The
board requested a $1,700 ap-
propriation to have additional
piping put in at the plant to
take care of overflowing dur-
ing heavey raina. The board
wishes to comply ‘with 5 State
Board of Health ruling in this '
matter. v '

Anothsr matter whigh was
put before the Council - and
which did not get definite ae-
tion, according to Nagle, Is the
Water Works Park. ¢ board
asked the: Council to clean out
a septlc tank and to maky re-
pairs to the restrooms which
have been damaged by vandals.
Board members pointed out that
the park facilitions are in much
demand during the summew
months 4nd that sanitary fae-
flities in working condition are
essential,
