NEW WING GREATLY AUGMENTS PRESENT PLANT

The new wing, jutting imposingly upward, is sitvated af
the pinnacle of the city and overlooks it majestically. It is
the community's pride and crowning glory.

Formerly, the hospital had a capacity of thirty-seven or
thirty eight beds, which included a number of beds placed in
the corridors and passageways. The new wing increases this
capacity ta 70 beds, none of which will have to abstruct the
passogewoys.

In addition 1o the increased number of patients the new
wing will be able to provide for, the annex will also include
an emaerqgency coam, a morgue, a ceniral supply room, a
pediatric section , o doctors’ and nurses’ lounge, several
utility rooms and a dining room for the domaestic help.

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The Board of Public Werks
reguiar meeting was delayed
thirty minutes "while awaiting
a fourth member to constitute
o quorum Tyesday for the pas-

ordinance. With the arrival of
Board President Frank Musso-
lino, who was detained at his
place of employment and who
arrived ofter being given an
emergency call by board mem-
ber Thomas VYail, Ordinonce &
was token yp and unanimous-
ly endorsed.

The new ordinance, worked
out by the Planning Board, is
an amendment of a previovs
subdivision ordinance and spe-
cifies the rules, regulotions and
standards by which developers
will be guided in the future.
Henceforth, developers will be
required to post a maintenance
bond with the Board of Public
Works ensuring maintenance
of strests, curbs, sidewalks and
vtilities egainst wear and teor
for @ period of three years.

The decres also ordoins that
the posted performance bond
will be held as security against
defects In workmonship ond
materlal for the same span of
time. The city enginesr and the
¢lty solicitor have been desig-
noted to judge the sutficiency
of the amount of the bond. The
omended ordinance wos intro-
duced for first reading May
24 and was given second and
fipal opproval this week.

Much Water

The water treatment plant
furnished over 1.3 million gal-
lons of water this past Sotur-
doy to local consumers accord-
ing to a report from Superin-
tendent Michase! Nogle. It was
ope of the first worm days of
the season. N

Mr. Nagle declared that de-
spite the heavy water demand,
there was no undue hardship
experienced ot the processing
plant and thot residents were
no! even aware of the much-
increased expenditure of water
volyme. He added that such
consumption will be normal in
the coming weeky, especially
on Saturdays. The heaviest
vsage, he said, occured from
4 1o 5 p.m. after which time
the demond receded and then

increased te high volume
arovnd midnight,
It was necessary to shut

down the water on Raritan $t.
for repair on lines Mondoy,
Mr. Nagle disclosed. In relating
the circumstances, he said that
his department waited yntil
9:00 p.m. before shutting off
the woter 30 that as few os
possible of the users would be
inconvenienced. Nevertheless,
he explained, there were still
o number of complaints re-
ceived about the shut-down.
Mr. Nagle also informed the
board that it will be necessary
to hirg temporary help during
the vacation period in both the
water treatment and the sew-
age disposal plants. Mr. Vail
emphasized the point that the
twa men o be engaged should
be informed of the temporary
status of the employment, Se- |
ersons were considered

for the work. Mr. James Dugan
moved that the hiring of the
temporary help be left 1o’ the
discretion of Mr. Nagle.
