Ignatius (Patsy) Paczkowskl
waited impatiently Yor the mo-
ment until the Couneil President
invited comments from the pub-
tic near the end of the meeting.
Availing himself of this oppor-
tunity, Paczkowski strode to
the front rail of the chamber
room and reiterated his com-
plaints of a week ago.

Paczkowski reasserted that
rabbit pens as well as live ducks
and not decoy ducks were being
raised by his neighbor. In im.
passioned words he charged a
membaer of the preas of humiliat.
ing him by paredying his com-
plaint on the front page of the
dally newspaper to the extent
that he is now known as the
“pig man” in as far off places
asin Newsark. At the last mest-
ing Paczkownki threatensd
raise pige on his front h
his neighbor's rtilinl of
stock wasn’t stapped,

In continuing his complaint
Paczkowski declared that he
contacted the health ‘inspector
on four occaslons without get.
ting results and that the prest-
dent of the Board of Heajth viaf.
ted him several times to investi-
gate. In the case of the latter, he
said, the live ducks were seen,

Pactkowski then referred to
three members of the councl]
body who as published in the
nawspaper, allegedly visited his
neighborhood. The three mem-
bers of the Council denied mak-
ing the vistt, The complaintant
demanded that action be taken
to restrasin his neighbor from
raising the rabbits and the ducks
and from ng garbage on
his property which, he said, is
sttracting rodents to the area.
One rat, he disclosed, wws
caught that day and eremated by
a friend.

Members of the governing
body directed Pacskowski to
again contact the Board of
‘Health gnd the health inspector
in whose furisdiction the issuo
lies, acknowledged that an ordi-
nance prohibits raising livestock
within city limits and promised
to take whatever action they can
in correcting the situation.

Swimming Pool Complatuta
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Membery of the City Council
remained for some minutes after
the regular mesting of the coun-.
cil to answer. any questions
about the construction of pools
which residenta might have: The
ordinance establishing the erec-
tion of pools was explained and
questions asked were clarificd.

One resident, William O'Con-
nor, registered a complaint
against & neighbor who suppo-
sedly did not conform with the
four-foot or higher fence around
his pool &s requirdd by the ordis
nance. He declared that a pre-
vious complaint against his pool
by the neighbor motivated him
to register his complaint. He
wanted to make it clear, there-
fore. that he was not initiating
the complaint but just following
through with what was aiready
begun by is neighbor.

0'Connor said that he was at
work when he received a dia-
tressed call from his wife in-
forming him that the police were
at his home compelling them to
halt the construction of their 16x
14 foot pool. The complaint, he
added, was registered by hias
neighbor who, O'Connor said,
dul not like water running down
the street passing by his home.

To conform with the ordin-
snce, O'Connor revealed that he
would have to shift his pool site
two or three feet, re-landscape
it and make other changes at an
expense of about $180. At the
same time he inquired whether
the ordinance was being Inforced
againat all residents or just a
fow,

Council President James Har-
rigan explained that even though
all 16ta and Homes were not sold
‘st the same prics to present
owners, 8 much increased county
tax rate on the homes forced ar
squal tax assessment on all re.
sidents in that section. He said
that the county hsad been noti-
field of the wrror and that In any
ovent adjustmenta would be
made when the nsw property va-
luation program will go into ef.
foct in about two months. Pre-
sently, he said, property in that
ares had been asssased at only
18% of its true value. The par-
tial sssessmaent, he declared, had
been in effect when the resi-
dents moved in.

As for the sweeping of streeis
by the city swoeper in that area,
the group wea informed that the
sweaper damaged the streets an!
therefore ecould not operata
there. No rederess on the condi-

tlon of the streets, reported ss
full of ruts and holes, could be
-obtained from the developer
since different specifications
were in effect at #hat time. Ne-
verthaloss BStreet.Commissioner
Johkn Howlsy promised Marrone
that the strests wouald be policed
{n cormpliance with his request.
