According to the plan, part of
the street would fall on the pro-
perty of the church and part on
the property of Dr. Stephen
Jonap.

It is the intention of his
church, the rector explained, to
construct a parish hall in that
region in the near future. The

Aside from the severance of
the church property, the rector
contended that the proposed
street would add to the noise
"and other annoyances "which
Is already quits heavy from
screeching of wheel* and brakes
at tht Main Street-Broadway In-
ftTMction." Furthermore, he
stated, it would reduce their
parking area "in a traffic situ-
atkm which is already grave."

* from the public he has -We**
leaking. Through them, he uC'
dad, the governing body is in-
formed how the residents f«vl
about things brought for action
before them. He hoped thai more

Educated In local public
schools, he has In turn
helped educate students of
Harold O. Hoffman High
School for the past 28
years. On leaving this pro-
fession Kurtz says that h»
will "naturally miss teach-
ing," but feels he will enjoy
his new Job since he ha*
always been 'interested In
govexnments and their
functions.

His sustained interest In
teaching and teacher* U
evident in his outspoken
desire to see a fellow edu-
cator fill his post In the as-
sembly. He feels that since
there are approximately
3,600 teachers In the' coun-
ty and since teachers "gen-
erally have Insight .to the
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problems of taxpayers as
well as of students," the
group should be well re-
presented in the state's
law-making body..

The statesman has been
a resident of South Amboy
since he was born Into a
family of George and Caro-
line Kurtz In 1910. Like
the surviving members of
his family, Mrs. Emma Lon-
seth, Mrs. Julia Croddick,
Mrs. Lloyd Nelltopp, and
Mr. Henry Kurtz, he pre-
sently lives In the Mechan-
icsvliie section. When asked
If he intended to continue
living In South Amboy.
Kurtz replied, "I certainly
do, and particularly In
Mechanicsvllle."

Of his older brothers, the
late Andrew Kurtz preced-
ed him as a member of the
city council and state as-
sembly. However, Andrew,
unlike hU youngest brother,
declined to run for a second
term in the legislature and
ended his political career
prematurely.
The coming election hold*

special interest for William
Kurtz since he Is engaged
In the campaign of Mrs.
Katherlne E. White who Is
running for Congresswom-
an. She has been regarded
as one of the country's most
outstanding woman in pol-
itics. Her political back-
ground includes her experi-
ence as mayor of Red Bank
and as a chairman ol the
Parkway Commlssldh.

But even before the elec-
tion In November, Kurtz
will become absorbed In na-
tional politics through his
hope that Governor Meyner
will figure Importantly In
the coming Democratic
convention. hTe experienc-
ed assemblyman refers to
Meyner as one of New Jer-
sey's greatest governors and
assures his flrends that he
could also be a great presi-
dent. Kurtz finds himself In
agreement with ex-presi-
dent Harry S. Truman's re-
cent statement that Meyner
deserves more than the
passing* attention given to
a favorite son.

He stated his belief that
Meyner was the best Quali-
fied of any of the Demo-
cratic hopefuls with the ex-
ception of Adlti Stevenson.
He also believes that Mey-
ner could defeat vice-presi-
dent Nixon. "Of course, I
think any Democrat can,"
he added.

Mr. Kurtz lives with his
wife Katherlne and their
children, Fred, Marlene,
Kathy, Lois, and Cindy at
the Mechanicsvllle address.
His son William is stationed
with the Marine Corps In
Olathe, Kansas. He will
soon return home with his
w i f e , formerly Lucille
Braun of Prospect Street,
South Amboy, and their 8-
montha-oM son. The baby's
name? William, of course.
