The Improve-
ments, which will Include
sanitary sewers extensions,
manholes, water mains, fire
hydrants, street curbs, and
gutters, will require a per-
formance bond of $26,611.-
25., and for three years
afterwards, a maintenance
bond of $2,881.13.

A request from the Coun-
cil that the Board make a
survey of the causes fj>r
overflow of the sanitary
sewer la the lower third and
fourth wards was received.
It Is claimed that many area
residents have their roof
leaders tied In with the sa-
nitation sewers and that
this added burden causes
the water to back up Into
cellars and basements. At
the suggestion of Thomas
Vail, the members agreed
to invite Councilman Jack
Howley to the Board's next
meeting to discuss the
problem.
