The second resolution
allow* for the appropria-
tion of $3,000, to help cov-
er coats of welfare In the
city. The additional funds
are needed because t h e
state has not yet paid the
ctty the agreed 40% on
every dollar spent by the
city. In conjunction with
this Council president Har-
rifibn reminded citizens
that a visiting nurse's serv-
ices are available.

The president also ex-
plained that the revalua-
tion program will be teuton
underway early this winter
He said that the necessity
of recording deed transfers
on the city tax maps had
caused the delay. Transfers
from the period of 1954-60
must be completely record-
ed. He added that approxi-
mately 150 such transfers
take place every year.

A more severe teat came in Auguat of that year when the Kraus
was caught within 36 milea of the center of Hurricane Carol
Thoae who remember Carol will recall that she threw a tantrum
which her capricious sister hurricanes envy. Nevertheless, the
Kraus rode the upheaval nicely and emerged only slightly
frayed for the experience.

VMM. RICHARD E. KRAUS NAMED AFTBR MARINE HERO
The ialand of Pelellen la the South Pacific no longer rings

with war elamofi and death atruggle* aa it did in the later
stages of World War II when gallant marines stormed it and
won it for Uncle Sam. In thoefe days, When life hung in the
balance and the deatlny of a great nation depended on victory,
often aingle individual and valiant deeds were the deciding
factors.

Such a factor Involved Private Firat Class Richard K.
Kraus, a 19-year old leatherneck from Chicago. In the thick of
the fighting, a Japanese hand-grenade was hur)ed in the midst
of a reconnoittring patrol of.whkh Richard Kraua waa a mem.
ber. The banting grenade would hare created havoc in the area
and, perhaps, coat tha lives of tha patrol force.

The patrol had for It* mttalon the reacue of other marine*
who were threatened with extinction by the enemy. As the roll*
ing grenade entered within the eircle of the patrol, Jtlehard
Krsus hurled himself upon it wsd smothered the shock of tta ex-
plosive force with his body.

Thia heroic act took the Ufa of Rlehard Kraaa. Wordi einnot
expreas the altmiam and the generosity of such a deed—a deed
by which a person readers his life (or the sake of the lives of
other*. It la incomprehensible and yet explicable when Interpret-
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ed in terms of the "esprit de corps" for which the Marine Corps
is glorified.

Richard Krsus was awerded the Congressional Medal of
Honor posthumously for the courageous feat, but one doesn't
doubt that his fearless exploit inspired his fellow marine* with
valor and dauntleasrtrsa and aaved the lives that might have
been lost had the grenade been allowed to burst openly. Men,

'in the highest definition of the word, are made of such deeds.
The U.S.S. Richard E. Kraaa carries the name of thia hero.

It la thia ship which guards American shores and protect*
American interest* just as P.F.C. Richard E. Krans protected
his marine friends on Pelelieu fifteen years ago. It is the ship
which South Amboyana will inspect August 13 during the Salt
Water Day Celebration.

The latter dlaplaeea over
10,000 ton*. The Kraus waa christened by Mrs. Edwin Olsen,
mother of the dead Congressional Medal of Honor hero.

This ahip lays claim to belrig one of the "ahootingtat ahipa"
in tho fleet. It demonstrated Its hold on thia title by shootlaw
more rounds from its guns than the average warship ever firtd.

He continued: "Some accidents

ing majority result from inatten-
tion or recklessness by a motorist
or person afoot.

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Karbowski Charges
Gavin Playing Politics

Paul R. Karbowsfcl, Board
of Educat ion member ,
charged las t n i g h t t h a t C.
Joseph Oavln , a fel low board
member , is "already c a m -
paigning to t h e e f f ec t t h a t
he had n o par t in t h e S a m -
sel School pre l iminary c o n -
struct ion program."

Karbowski, former board pres-
ident, charged Gavin, who is
building and grounds chairman,
made "untrue" statements re-
garding Samsel School planning
at a board meeting Monday night.

"Statements made by Mr. Jo-
seph Gavin." Karbowski asserted,
"relating to the fact that be
wasn't a.party to the specifica-
tions drawn up on the new Sam-
sel School are entirely untrue,

"Gavin stated," Karbowski con-
tinued, "that the new school was
on an island of dirt and that pre-
cautions should have been taken
when specifications were made
up to Insure that this wouldn't
happen."

Karbowski said that Gavin "is

starting an early campaign for
re-election in that he is trying to
absolve himself of some of the
mistakes he made during his
three years on the board."

Gavin, according to Karbowski.
was among board members who
agreed to omit landscaping from
the general school contract and
have the work done under a sep-
arate contract based on available
funds.

The dispute concerning land-
•raping at the school and respon-
sibility for school construction
was aired at the Monday session
of the board at which the Samsel
School was accepted by the board
for education use. After some de-
bate the board authorised repairs
to a school sidewalk undermined
by water during a recent rain
storm.

Karbowski said that Oavln, as
building and grounds committee
chairman, "should have done this
advertising (for landscaping con-
tracts) four months ago . . . But
he probably forgot about the ear-
lier decisions of which be was a
part."

Karbowski concluded, "I am
