THREATENING WEATHER FAILS TO DAMPEN ‘SALT WATER DAY’ SPIRIT

“Salt Water Day,” 'an an-
nual loc al celebration
which was suspended for a
number of years, came into
popular vogue agatn despite
threatening skies and an
occasional flurry of mln
drops. The watertront buz-
zed with activity during the
entire day and well Into
the night. in what can be
entered into the city’'s chro-
nicles as a highly success-
ful revival of the anclent
and traditional observation.

Al times there was a
scarcity of walking space
as thousands of residents
and visitors milled about
fascinated by the congerftal
and electric almosphere
which animated the holi-
day. Hundreds of people
lined the shorefront to get
into one of two navy motor
Jaunches which  shuttled
back and forth transpdrt-
ing eager groups of §5 per-
sons to the UB.8.

m. Mayor Charmello, city
ofticials and members of
the Salt Water Day Com-
mittee boarded the ship to
present the skipper with
the key to the city. They
were met at the gangplank
by Commander W. R, Car-
penter, captain bf the ship,
and a number of the ship's
offlecers resplendently
dressed in white uniforms.
This initial ritual completed
the festivities of Salt Water
Day began.

Friendliness pervaded
throughout the day.

Some parts of the ship
were naturally ‘out of
bounds” to the landlubbers
who were awed by the com-
pactness of life aboard a
naval vessel. The sharp
lines of the ship and the
fmposing gun mounts as
well as the general config-
uration of the yessel con-
vinced the people of its po-
tency as a fighting ship.
