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VARIANCE DECISION BY BOARD DELAYED
. 13 ; UWYCRS ARGUE APPLICATION

An application for approval of a variance sub-
mitted some time ago developed Into a full-scale battle
before the Board of Public Works Tuesday as both
sides to the controversy debated the Issue for almost
ninety minutes.

The application was made by B. Boyee Rug Clean-
ing Co. which U located at the Stevens Ave.-Fourth
•treet Intersection. Opposition to the variance devel-
oped, after the Board of Adjustment approved the
Item's plans for expansion. The dispute was then
brought before the Board of PubUc Works, the parent
organisation for settlement.

Despite the extended wrangle, the board failed to
arrive at a decision. Following a five-minute executive
Marion, Ifeomas Vail, vice-president of the board who
jvretlded In the absence of Frank -Musolino, the pres-
ident, announced that the board would render a fi-
nal decision Tuesday, September 13.

Lawyers, Court Stenographers Engaged
Witnesses Cross-Examined

The tenacity with which both sides contested the
natter was Indicated by the presence of a licensed
court stenographer and two prominent lawyers. The
ftfnographer, recording the proceedings on a ma-

They were
represented by A. D. Watson of New Brunswick.

The rug-clpanlng firm had as its counsel Edwin
A. BoloditoJ of Bayrevliie who recently served as as-
sistant prosecutor of Middlesex County. A number of
exhibits In the form of blueprints of the proposed
plans of the firm and sketches of the neighboring area
offered by the opponents were put on display and dis-
cussed.

The gallery was occupied almost exclusively by
residents who were In opposition to the variance. Mr.
Watson conceded that In effect he represented their
entire group. The five members of the Board of Ad-
justment, sitting as a body to one side, also were in
attendance.

• Mr. Stanley Boyes president and co-owner of the
linn, was the first witness called upon to testify. Fol-
lowing his testimony and cross-examination by Mr.
Watson, Harold C. FUskov, Jr., son of Mr. and Mrs.
Harold Fllskov, Br., was called upon to. testify.

Kolodatej Describes Firm, Explain Plans
Before oalllng upon his client to take the witness

chair, KolodzieJ gave a brief resume of the history of
fee firm, Its proposed plans and developments con-
cerning the variance to date. He described the estab*
Ilfhment as a corporate firm owned by Stanley Boyes
And John ZLentek and which has been conducting its
business In the present location uninterruptedly for
the past twelve years.

The firm, he said, Is in the rug-washing business
run by diesel- operated machines and using all modern
methods. It is a member of the Rug Cleaning Associa-
tion, a national organisation, and renders a service to
residents in the locality. He emphasized that during
Its' entire existence not & single complaint was ever re-
gistered by anyone with the police, Board of Health,
foe Board of Public Works or any other unit.

It is the desire of the firm, he continued, to com-
bine and consolidate present facilities. The owners, he
added, wish to eliminate a run-down home adjoining
tbe present plant on the side nearer Main Street on
which they currently have an option for purchase
pending the outcome of the variance application. The
plant would then be extended to occupy the site of
the home. This wing of the plant, It was stated, would
be used for storage facilities. The firm's present stor-
*fe is in a non-conforming garage on the other side of
the plant, KolodzieJ explained.

Blueprints of the plant, dated May, 1960, and de-
signed by architect Frederick N. Fischer, were then
put forward for Inspection. According to KolodzieJ,
born out by the pians, the proposed plant would have
a frontage of 56 feet and a depth of 100 feet, the depth
to parallel the adjoining alleyway. The front of the
plant, the counsel said, would have a modern, conser-
vative design with a vestibule appearance to blend
with the rest of the Stevens Avenue Area. It would
conceal operations within, he said.

Beautifying Aspects Stressed
KolodzieJ declared that In the years of operation

/the firm has spent a considerable amount of money
to modernise and beautify what was once a decrepit-
looking comer. The policy of beautifying, he pro-
olalmed, would be promulgated by combining both
buildings Into a modern design. At the same time, he
articulated, the firm would be doing the community
a service by demolishing a ramshackle, shabby home

Specifications for the work
ipell out that all materials to
be u»ed ond workmanship must
be of tht best quality. Rust and
loot* point n w t - b * r*mov*d .
from the exterior surface with
wire brushing. Sandblasting
has been prohibited.

Plans call for the applica-
tion of three coats of paint In-
cluding a prim* coat, an Inter-
mediate coat ond a finish coat,
All paint used must be in facto-
ry-sealed containers indicating1

the manufacturer's name, its
brand, color and Identification
number.

The exterior of the tank,

when completed will be a light
gray color. Specifications re-
quire that the concrete base)
shall be pointed with an ap-
proved oottide masonry paint
matching in color th* paint
ufi on the tonk exterior.
Spray pointing is prohibited.

The contractor Is raqvfrsid to
furnish all labor, materials and
equipment. All unforseen work
shall be done only upon op-
roval of th* city *ngln**r who
is empowered to interpret th*
intent of th* project In confor-
mity with th* specifications as
set forth by th* board.

Th* board went on record In
holding th* con t roc tor respon-
sible for carrying out the work
in such a monner as to assure
oil due consideration for th*
residents in th* vicinity. Th*
measure was passed without
deliberation following a motion
by Philip Sullivo*. and second-
ed by James Ouggon.

In th* absence of Superin-
tendent Michael Naa.l«, City*
Engineer Edward C. Rellly
briefed th* board on current
developments. Rcllly presented
the board with a pictur* of a
2,000,000 gallon tank, pr*-
ttr*s»*d, such as has b**n con-
structed in Ridg*wood, N. J^
foMhe board's inspection and
study.

Kotodaiej then interrogated Boyea on points con-

cerning operation of the firm. The owner replied that
only water and detergents are used In washing the
rugs and that no noise, smoke or toate ©4e» are
present. He reiterated that he had never heard of any
complaints made about the rug-cleaning operations
in the twelve years he has been In the area.

Boyee further testified that the entire member-
ship of the Board of Pufclle Woj*t\ after having
announced 4 pending visit to the plant, visited
plant was In normal operation and found conditions
as stated by him previously.
