The South Amboy tradition of sports sn-
thusiasm will get another hefty bost this
month when Robert Moore, a locai eighteen-
year old, will begin a long walking trak
across the country in the fulfiliment of o two-
year dream he has been aurturing.

Moore, of 212 George St., exudes a con-
fidence far beyond his young years. In his
ready smile Is evident a courage and g de-
terination which immediately assures others
that his walking ambition is not just a youth-
ful whim but on objective goal made the
more urgent by the noble purpose for which
it will be undettaken, .

A natlve Perth Amboyan who has lived
most of his life In South Ambey, Meore is
an officer in the Sea Explorars. As the enly
junior mate in the local organizotion, he has
put himself under a heavy responsibility to
his fellow explorers who hope to reap the
benefits of his marathon journey.

Laying off the shore in the nearby waters
is a 36-foot craft, the officlal vessel of the
explorers which, for tack of funds and mali-
clousness on the part of vandals, is in dire
need of repalr and refurblshing.

Some-time ugo the boat was subjected to
a destructive ottack which included, among
other things, the ripping up of boards and
other meaningless and savage blows. What-
sver proceeds Moore hopes to accrue from his
itinerary will go toward restoring the ship.

In anticipation of the long journey which
is scheduled to begin September 30th, Moore
will test his strength ond endurance in a trial
walk from South Amboy to Trenton this week-
end.

There will be days when the going will be
made more strenvous than can ordinarlly be
expected by folling raln, wind and sand
storms, etc. These conditions of necessity will
require both light ond heavy clothing as
well as rain gear and accouterments to pro-
tect him from the blazing rays of the sun.

Knowing Moore and talking to him, one feels
the fervor with which he pursuss the latter, He
is inspired by the recent walking tours of Dr.
Barbara Moore [no relation) who completed
her trek gcross the United States in 87 days
and the two British sergeants who lay claim
to accomplishing the same in 84 days.

Moore hopes to better their marks in order
to preserve and increase American prestige.
Currently there is a serious question raised
about the authenticity of the record set by
the British sergeants. Principal disputant of
the record of the Britishers is Dr. Moore her-
self who maintains that her fellow country-
men were not entirely honorable in keeping
strictly to the walking part of their Hinerary.

State Safety Council
Issues Holiday Forecast

The New Jersey Btate
Safety Council estimates
that nine llves are expected
to be lost on New Jersey's
streets and highways dur-
ing the forthcoming three
days’ Labor holiday week-
end. The estimation in-
cludes the 78-hour period
from 6 p. m. Friday until
midnight Monday. The
Council also estimates that
in upwards of 1,000 traffic
aeccidents more than 600
persons will be injured and
approximately 700 cars will
sustaln property damage in
excess of $100. Based on
accident records of holiday
weekends in past years the
Council points out that
most of the traffic fatali-
tles are expected to occur
in rural or suburban areas
and that traftics law vigla-
tions, particularly speeding
and drinking and driving,
are factors expected to fig-
ure prominently in the toll
o! deaths and injurles dur-
ing the forthcoming week-
end.

Holiday accldent records
show that about three in 10
drivers in fatal accidents
were violeting a speed law,
about 61 per cent of all
drivers in fatal accidents
were violating some traffic
regulation,

Drownings, according to
the Councll, are expected
to be the No. 2 accident
killer during the holiday
weekend, and a measure of
caution will be needed
when bathing, swimming,
diving or boating. .

Civil Service Commisison
Reinstates Head Nurse

~ 'The state Civil Service
Commission has reversed a
60-day suspension for Mras.
Catherine J. Ryan of 403
Washington Avenue, South
Amboy, head nurse at An-
‘nandale Reformatory -andéd--
awarded her back pay, be-
cause the charges against
her were not backed up by
substantial evidence.

Mrs. Ryan was accused of
carelessness and violaition
of regulations in allowing
an Inmate to steal a bottle
of compazine, a trranquil-
izer.

The commission threw
out the testimony of the in- -
mate because he couldn’t
remember when he had
taken the pllls and Mrs.
Ryen had never been giv-
en the official rules about
care of the medicines.

The theft came up to
light Feb. 20, 1960 when
four Inmates were taken ill,
They showed symptoms of
an overdose of drugs. The
prison officlals determined
that the theft of compazine
took place while Mrs. Ryan
was on duty. She was su-
spended without pay for 60
days, starting March 3.

The commission noted
that Mrs. Ryan had given
service at Annandale and
“no question was ever rais-
ed hesmirching her capabll-
ities 58 & registered nurse.”
