Conditions at Dump. Area

ren Rednor, district chief
of the board, listed four un-
mttofactory condiUona

. found to be present follow-
ing toe Inspection.

board stated that the
working surface and face
were not properly covered
and compacted', that food
was available for Insect and
rodent breeding and that
evidence of rodents was un-
covered In the form of bur-
rows and holes. These, It
revealed, were in violation
of the standards of the state
sanitary code. Part of the
disposal area, It added, was
on fire In violation of the
air pollution control code.

Mayor Joseph Charmello
took Issue over a $420 bill
resulting from the fire to
pay for the services of a
bulldozer In helping to ex-
tinguish the fire. He point-
ed out that equipment was
recently purchased by the
city to do such work.

Council President James
Harrlgan explained that
heavier machinery w a s
needed In the emergency,
He stated that the city pay-
loader was not the biggest
in the world and that it
could not do the heavy ca-
terpillar work required dur-
ing the emergency.

As a safety precaution for
eliminating future fires in
the area, Councilman Van-
Derveer asked that City
Clerk John Trlggs write to
the JCP&L Co. to see about
cutting down the weedB be-
hind the sewage disposal
plant. The weeds, he said,
constituted a fire hazard.
Moreover, he added, access
to the area in the event of
fire is difficult.

New Fire Code Praised
The new fire code adopt-

ed by the city came In for
high praise by members of
the governing body. Van-
Derveer declared that a
number of persons who
worked to create it did an
outstanding job. He parti-
cularly cited Fire Chief
Bernard Macklel and the
Executive Committee of the
City Fire Department.

South Amboy, VanDer-
veer said, operated up to
that time on a code which
was In force since 1909. This
code, he added, was quite
outmoded and in dire need
of revision. A number of
codes in the state w e r e
studied, he said, and the
best possible code, based on
existing codes, was drawn
up to fit the conditions of
the city.

Harrlgan, asked by the
mayor to bring residents up
lo date on the land fill and
evaluation program pro-
gress, responded by ex-
plaining that it was hoped
the land fill problem would
be settled within two weeks
to a month. He expressed
optimism on the land fill
In regard to a satisfactory
settlement for the city.

As to the evaluation pro-
gram, Harrlgan elaborated
that many obstacles are be-
ing overcome in devising an
up-to-date tax map. He
called the map the founda-
tion of the program and a
necessary project before the
evaluating can get under-
way. All abstracts, he said,
are being sent to the coun-
ty tax office for verifica-
tion. A determined effort,
he added, is being made to
arrive at complete accuracy
so as to avoid future diffi-
culties.

The mayor and c i t y

council were advised by let-
ter that the annual Colum-
bine Parade sponsored by
the Knights of Columbus in
honor of Christopher Col-
umbus will tagain take plaee
Oct. 12 in New Brunswick.

SIXTH STREET LOT OWNERS ASSESSED
FOR CURB AND GUTTER INSTALLATIONS
OWNERS' QUESTIONED ORDINANCE LEGALIT*

A special assessment, left
dormant for a number of
years, was finally resolved
by thp City Council at its
regular session this week.
It involved the Installation
of curbs and gutters on
Sixth Street and was levied
in accordance with the pro-
visions of Ordinance 505,
which was adopted October
15, 1952.

Action on the assessment
was postponed to allow for
location of records in the
city files pertaining to the
name of the contractor who
performed the Installations
and the construction costs.
The attempt at locating the
files proved futile and a
special commission consist-
Ing of chairman Edward
Sullivan and James Coan
and Joseph Phillips was ap-
pointed to recommend &
levy.

After meeting with City
Engineer Edwiard C. Reilly
in May; 1960, to determine
construction, engineering,
legal and commissioners
fees, the Commission esti-
mated actual costs to .be
$1.45 per foot. In all, ten
property owners of lots one
through 23 on Sixth Street
were sent notices of this
Judgment and a public
meeting was announced for
July 20 to hear objections,
if any.

Amount of Assessment
Set At 11001.75. Owners
Maintain Sum Alu i s

For Sidewalk Costs
The public hearing in Ju-

ly was attended by All but
two of the ten property
owners. One of these own*
ers disclosed that he had
not been the owner of one
of the lots for some time,
Attending the meeting in
addition to the commission-
ers were the city engineer
and the city cleric.

Some of the owners con-
tended that the ordinance
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declaring the levy was ill-
gal because of the eight
year lapse of time between
its adoption and the assess-
ment. Others maintained
that the assessment also
covered Installation of side-
walks as well as curbs and
gutters. All owners were of
the opinion that the city
should forgive the levy.

One of the owners, Leroy
Kurtz, suggested that the
city levy a nominal fee of
just $1.00 in the event that
the procedure followed later
proved Illegal. He was sup-
ported in this recommenda-
tion by all the property
owners.

Council President James
Harrlgan, who was present
in the audience, explained
that the assessment levy
was necessary in order that
clear titles to the lots in
question could be recorded
and the possibility of the
encumbrance - of open as-
sessments be eliminated.

Chairman of the commis-
sion, Sullivan, told those in
attendance that the pur-
pose of the public hearing
was to determine whether
the sums apportioned by

the commission were fair
and reasonable. No objec-
tions were registered as to
the amounts and meihod
used In establishing the
levies.
A total of 690 feet of curb-

ing and gutters was con-
structed on Sixth Street.
Lot owners' levies will total
$1001,75. Following a motion
by Councilman Frets Reese,
the Council voted to adopt
the recommendations of the
commission,
