, Members of the local Boat
Club surveyed the water basin
with forlorn eyes and anguished
feelings Tuesday in the wake of
the wrath which was unleashed
by Hurricane Donna. Never in
the history of the club, or the
city for that matter, waa such
devastation evident following
nature's frenzy.

The waterfront presented an
indescribable scene. Boats, fa-
miliar and strange, lay jauntily
everywhere, some with shatter-
ed sides and Jagged gashes,
others almost unrecognisable.

A few boat owners had tear-
welled eyes as they scanned the
scene. Some could not even
locate their boats which either
sunk OT drifted away in the
tumult. Most were beyond re-
pair. One or two boat owners,
seeing their boats miraculously
unscathed in the storm's fury,
were silently thankful for their
good fortune. It is inexplicable
how these boats escaped damage
in view of the terrible ruin which
characterised the overall scene.

The surrounding area was un-
believably altered. Two concrete
block outhouses were carried
several hundred yards Inland by
the surging tides. Parts of the
100-foot permanent dock and Of
the 200-foot floating dock were
born aloft by the sea and clust-
ered about the snack buildingi A
concrete bench wedged between
one of the portions of the dock
and the snack building prevent-
ed the building from being bat-
tered by the shifting dock.

Everywhere debris cluttered
the region. The soil, particular-
ly around the snack building,
was at least a foot lower so
that patrons had to stand on a
chair to reach the counter where
OQCB they were able to rest
their elbows on it.

Wierdness Describes It
Some of the boats moored

in the basin were found up on
high ground far beyond anything
that could be expected. Hulls
projected at every angle and
gave the appearance of wierd-
ness to the locality. A massive
length of pipe, about six inches
in diameter and quite heavy, lay
partly submerged in sand along-
side the snack building where It
had been carried by tht tide
from its original position along
thedflfik. ,...

The flagpole, several hundred
yards from the waterline, pro-
truded from its concrete base at
an angle. The sturdy base, pi-
nioned by spikes at each corner
of its square and imbedded deep
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in the ground, wan. loosened. The
basin, once filled by the elong-
ated floating dock, looked un-
familiarly vacant.

The J«tty, which extended for
some distance into the water,
was much diminished as receding
waters washed away all the sand
which covered the crevices and[
the surface of it. Many of its
boulders were swept out into the
depths of the sea.

A tree trunk, known to bath-
ers who used the beach during
heat spells, was moved by the
tidal waters high unto the land-
fill and upended to jresent an
uncanny sight. The bleachers,
flattened by the wallop of the
tides, end the lifeguard's plat-
form were fatefully deposited
some distance from where they
once were positioned. Beach
benches with concrete legs were
strewn, about in unorthodox
fashion.

The crash boat has two mush-
room type anchors chained to it,
each weighing 175 lbs., and pur-
portedly the most effective for
anchoring as they become im-
bedded in mud when lowered.
