The location of the exit to
Main St. will be situated
jrtjt before the railroad
over-pass in lower Main St.

The plans for this con-
struction were submitted to
the City Council by the
Planning Board. Earlier
plans to run a more direct
road between the properties
of Christ Church and the
residence of Dr. Jonathan
were shelved when objec-
tions were raised by them.
The church revealed that
such road would disrupt
pedestrian flow to a Sunday
School building to be erect-
ed and add to the traffic
hazards there.

Another factor resolved
In the Issue Is the purchase
of additional property by
B r 1 g g s Chevrolet for ex-
pansion purposes. Mrs. Lil-
lian Briggs, through her
a g e n t , Frank Kaboskl,
sought to buy Main Street
frontage for business use.
There are seven lots adjoin-
ing the new proposed road
made available.

New developments under
costruetlon In the Stevens-
dale Tract Include Mace-
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dulslu Terrace and Am-
shore, both of which fringe
the extremities of the pres-
ent home developments,
chiefly Amboy Gardens.

No Replies For
Petitions Received

The council reported that
a petition for a local en-
trance to the Parkway ask-
ed for ft year ago was not
given a reply. A second pe-
tition will be sent. Likewise,
a petition to have the hole-
in-the-wall modernized did
not get a reply. Further ef-
forts will be made.

COUNCIL REPORTS CONTINUED RECOVERY FROM HURRICANE
Asks Patience in Fallen Tree Pickup

T h e effect* of Hurricane
Donna are still feeing felt In
tome quartern of the city.
After a week following the sur-
prise storm, maintenance crews
of the street department con-
tinue canvassing the munlcl-

,.t»aHty clearing It of debris, mak-
ing road repairs and ••slating
residents hit hard by the winds
and downpour.

Councilman J o h n Howley.
chairman of the Street Com-
mittee, reported that city street
employee* are devoting what-
ever time they can spare from
their other duties in helping
residents recover from the dam-
age they incurred.

There are some areas, he said,
which have not yet been reached
in regard to pickup of fallen
trees, branches and other ac-
cumulations piled up at curb-
side*. He asked residents who
have not yet been serviced to
be patient in view of the work
load facing the street depart-
ment.

Howley also disclosed that
damage to some equipment had
been sustained at the city gar-
age adjoining the sewage treat-
ment plant. Repair work is in
progress. The equipment is
covered by Insurance, he said.

Elsewhere, Councilman A1
Jankowskl revealed that resi-
dents of Conover St. are beset
with a dust problem resulting
from soil that had been deposit-
ed in their street' by the storm.
The soil, in drying- out, had be-
come powdery and is b-e i n g
blown on homes in the vicinity.
Jankowaki also reported a drain-
age problem in that area as a
result of clogged sewers.

County street maintenance
teams have been active in the
city removing deposits of sand
along county roads and opening
up sewers that have not been
functioning. Overall, city of-
ficials declared that the city is
in "good shape" considering the
intensity of the hurricane and
compared to other neighboring
towns which have been hit
harder by Donna,

aetllamaot of LMHMU Nmr
Council President James Har-

rlgan informed the city that an
outright purchase of the land-
fill property at the waterfront
is "Veins; seriously considered.
The city advanced 16,800 to the
state several years ago In ah
unsuccessful effort to acquire
the land. Since that time the
state, formally agreeable to the
transfer of the land at that
sum, has backed down and has
demanded a market price for
the acreage.

Harrlgan said that the stats
is now demanding about |44,-
0O0 for the 68 acres and not
the much higher sum which had
been publicised In newspapers

in. the past. At this figure it
is expected that no strings will
be attached as a condition of
sale iruregard to use of the
land exclusively for recreational
purposes.

At the same time, Harrigan
aided that the city will not pur-
chase the land blindly. He ex-
plained that acquisition of the
land might prove an encum-
brance to the city in the future.
For this reason, he said, a sur-
vey is being conducted by the
FHA to explore its potential.

The city, he added, is too
small to support BO much land
as a park or recreational area.
It is hoped that at least part
of it will be made available for
resale for residences so that
ratables can accrue to the city.
If purchase of the land is made
from the state, a bond will be
floated to raise the money need-
ed. \
Boat Basin Damage Regretted

AM Sought
The hardest hit area by Hur-

ricane Donna has been the boat
basin. In giving an account of
the city-wide damage caused by
the storm, Councilman Howley
described the destruction .at the
boat basin as involving thous-
ands of dollars of damage and
thousands of hours of work in
the past nulified by the storm.

In viewing the scene, he stat-
ed that the aftermath presented
a pathetic sight. A number of
craft had been crushed or com-
pletely demolished. The entire
area had been scourged a.*d
rendered unrecognizable.

This destruction, H o w l e y
said, is the best evidence for
seeking aid from the federal
government for checking water-
front erosion and for safeguard-
ing the local bay region against
storm damage. He reiterated
his appeal made several meet-
ings ago for full city support of
Freeholder George Otlowski in
his struggle to obtain financial
aid for these purposes.

A few weeks ago an appeal
made for local waterfront ero-
sion *^WM_turned down by
the federal government on eno-
nomic grounds. Howley con-
tends that the recent damage
to the region refutes this basis
for granting aid.

Mayor J o s e p h Charmello
commended alt persons who
took pnrt In the rehabilation
work following the storm for
the excellent manner in which .
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\ they conducted the work.
Adult Education Program

Being Advanced
Because of the great interest

Bhown by residents in an adult
education p r o g r a m , positive
statements in its favor were
made by city officials toward
its innovation.

The initial movement was
stimulated by Councilman Fred
Reese who, as an educator and
vocational school principal, is
familiar with such programs
conducted in other municipali-
ties. Borne groundwork had
been accomplished on it to date.

The question was introduced
by Mayor Charmello when he
petitioned Harrigan for a TC-
view of the steps taken. Har-
ridan responded by saying that
the Board of Education will be
asked to set up a program. An
alternative mentioned was some
w o r k i n g arrangement with
other cities now directing such
Instructions.
' Councilman AI Jankowski dis-
closed that a "paper" alleyway
running from Feltus St. to Pot-
ter St. between Fifth and Sixth
Sts. will be eliminated. The
land now occupied by the alley
will be granted on an equal(
basis to residents in the immedi-'
ate vicinity. The alley is about
twenty feet in width.

Jankowski also-reported that
he had received many pleasant
calls from residents comment-
ing on the flue work the county
had done on repaying Main St.
and Washington Ave.

Mayor Charmello congratu-
lated City Clerk John Triggs on
his upcoming testimonial plan-
ned in his honor to be staged
tentatively N o v e m b e r 12.
Triggs had been active in civic
programs for many years prior
to becoming city clerk.
