deed is mandatory by law.

City Solicitor John Hullane re-
vealed that he had spoken re-
cently to Joseph Barber of the
Department of Conservation
which led to the proposal made
by the state. He estimated that
th<' cost to the city for the land
would be in the vicinity of $37,-
•100. Total cost is dependent on a
survey of the land to ascertain
the accurate acreage.

Council Endorses
Purchase Wholeheartedly

The question of paying- $660
per acre when Sayrevllle is get-
ting access to their share of the
sandfill at $100 an'acre was
raised by Councilman John How-

#U*y. Howley asked Council Presi-
dent James Harrigan to give
the people of the city an ex-
planation for this disparity.
Almost two years ago South
Amboy forwarded the state
$6800, or $100 an acre, in re-

' sponse to overtures from the
state for the land purchase.

Harrigan replied that Sayre-
vilie's transaction carried with
t a serious restriction, that of

developing the land for a park
T playground and nothing else.

South Amboy's purchase, he
aid, would not entail this limit-
tion.
"At one time they were ask-

ing $1,000. an acre," Harrigan
said. "If the city wanted to put
in a park, its 8,600 people
aould not afford to develop and
maintain it. We couid have the
land at $6800 for park purposes
and then turn it over to the
:ounty for development. I

don't think the people of South
Amboy want that."
Oil Tank Farm A Real Issue

Mayor Joseph Charmello dis-
closed that the possibility of the
land being used for an oil tank
'arm was actually a live one. He
quoted B. Wayne Nelson,
County Industrial Commission

hairtnan, as saying that an
ail refining company could be
established there any time the
word is given.

Barrlgan corroborated this
disclosure by saying- that the
area lends Itself nicely to such
industry since there is no such
site along the waterfront until
Barnegat Bay. Neither the
mayor nor any other member of
the council was in, faor of the
oil tank farm. On the tontrary,
they felt relieved that legally
the city could prevent its est-
ablishment.

Councilman James VanDer-
veer advocated purchase of the
land by the city to safeguard the
possibility against it being taken
over by any Interest inimical
to the wishes of the people. He
declared himself as in favor of
the tlty gaining complete con-
trol of the land.

SlmiUarly, Councilman AI
JankoWfKl declared that the
city has the advantage in that
it owns the street end rights

and using that as a weapon
could give a good battle to any-
one gaining foothold in the land.

Chy Has BubstsmUal '-*-"
lnTMtment la LaadfuL

Council President James Har-
rigan revealed that from many
standpoints the purchase of the
land would be advantageous and
a good investment for tbe
future. The city, be said, spent
$30,000 for construction of re-
creation facilities and laying
water lines there. In addition,
he said, the South Amboy Boat
Club has at least $20,000 in-
vested in the region..

The $37,400, the purchase
price, he said, U not exorbit-
ant in the light of these facts.
"We could use the land for any-
thing we wish then," he re-
marked.

Harrigan informed those pre-
sent that the FHA was engaged
to look at the land and evaluate
it for its potential use. Their re-
port recommended that the
land be not used for housing
immediately since the land had
not sufficient Urns to settle. The
land would be more stable in
future years.

Nevertheless, Harrigan added
that the New Jersey Testing
Laboratory of Newark, was en*
gaged to test bore the soil to-
determine its present stability
and is now probably in the pro-
cess of doing so. "We can have
158 homes there," he announced.
In purchasing the land, he said,
tbs city could prevent obnoxious
plants from locating in it.

Mayor Charmello, inquiring
about how the money would be
raised to purchase th« land, was
told that it would be by bend
issue to be paid back over a 40-
year period.

Councilman Fred Reese, de-
claring himself in favor of the
land purchase, said that we then
could determine how the land is
to be used. For housing, he said,
tbe city could easily recoup its
money through sale of lots to
home buyers.

'Upon motion by Janlcowski,
the council voted unanimously to
send the $60 deed fee. Mayor
Cbarmello complimented Har-
rigan and Multane for their
efforts infinaliiing the matter.
