State Aid For Division
St. Smfaeing Held Unlikely

City Engineer E. Rellly
reported In writing that he
had been Informed by a re-
presentative of the Sta,te
Highway Dept. that appli-
cation for aid from the
State County Motor Vehi-
cle Receipts Dept. for the
purpose of resurfacing Di-
vision St. will likely be
turned down.

He revealed that the
street was inspected by the
state recently and w a s
found to carry little traf-
fjic In comparison to streets
in other,municipalities for
which applications for aid
had been received. •
South Amboy, the letter
continued, has $10,000 of
this fund reserved for the
paving of R&rlten street.
However, the engineer stat-
ed (hat paving of Raritan
St. at this time before the
drainage problem Is resolv-
ed Is Inadvisable. He sug-
gested that'the city revise
ttt application in favor of
requesting funds for the
construction of storm sew-
ers and drainage appurten-
ances on Raritan Street
Instead.

Emergency work in the
amount of $705/ was voted
to be. performed on George
Street by contractor Adam
Sadowskl. The work w a s
found to be necessary since
the street was resurfaced
and involves raising and
repairing of manholes and
pouring concrete Into man-
bote bases.
