The body of Capt. Wal-
ten C. Rogers of 438 Wil-
mot Street, a member of
the local police force for
25 years, was buried Mon-
day at the Bacred Heart
Cetmetery following solemn
high Requiem Mass in St.

The entire 17-mian po-
lice force turned out to
lead the funersl procession
in & final tribute to the 56-
year old captain, who died
last Thursday as a result
of a heart attack. 8ix of the
squad's patrolmen acted
a3 pallbearem. They were
Bdward Orszulski, John
Duggan, An‘hony Tarallo,
leroy Kurts, Francis Norek
and Charles Travinsky. The
state police provided the of-
ficlal escort.

Capt. Rogers, a native of
South Amboy, was stricken
in Avenel where he had
gone to pick up a load of
shingles. He was pronounc-
ed dead by Dr. 1. Zucker-
berg of Woodbridge.

Longest active member of
the local po¥ice force.

8imilarly, Mr. Nagle com-
phained that contractors in
their haste in constructing
sewer lines and at the least
experise to them, will have
such lines installed hap-
hazardly and without rd
approbation resull i in
costly correction work by
his department later.

8pecifically, he metioned
that contractans sometimes
disregard markings pre-
viously lald out it such
markings are in thelr way.
The resuit is that such
markings are obliterated.

Mt Nagle brought the
board’'s attention to the
fact that in the Amshore
development, located to the
rear of Amboy Gardens,
there is a sewer inlet which
is lower than a correspond-
ing outlet. The line was laid
out along 8econd 8treet
crossuing ovex Main Street
to reach the ares. He com-
p}alned that sometimes

‘juggling” 1s resorted to
make the system work.

The superintendent re-
commended that this line
be laid out along Broadway
to cross Main Btoeet at that
point to avold any unpleas-
ant sewarge malfunction-
ing im the future. In all,
about ten homes in the de-
velopmenit are affected by
the line. The line includes
a few feet of 10" piping
which then is led into an
line, He also suggested use
of clay pipes instead of in-
ferior piping.
