A thick and In many In-
stances impassable blanket
of white greeted waking re-
sidents of the city early
Monday morning. The snow
storm which began about 1
p.m. Sunday, continued,
contrary to weather reports
which predicted about 4
inches ending about mid-
morning, until 4:30 pjn.
Monday after over 17 Inches
had covered the ground.

The crippling snowstorm
which snarled traffic, had
closed schoofe and disrupt-
ed business and commercial
firms throughout the city
set a ness*-pre-winter record,
according to weather ex-
perts. It was regarded as
the worst seen by the area
since t h e blizzard of
December 26th, 1 9 4 7,
when 27 Inches had been re-
ported. Although the pre-
sent snowfall registered 17
Inches, snow drifts appear-
ed throughout the city as
high as four and five feet
tall.

Marine Drive

Along with the redevelop-
ment of Broadway from
Augusta to Main Sts., It 1A
suggested ths/t Broadway be
widened turning It Into a
Marine Drive that would
run parallel to the Central
Railroad and connecting
with Old Spye Road in Mor-
gan. The Marine Drive, it
was stated, would be scenic
as well M functional In that
It would result in generating
traffic through and not
around toe city.

Waterfront Development
Proposal! for the devel-

opment of the waterfront
area would take advantage
of vacant land for the con-
struction of. Industrial park
areas, low Income public
housing, an active and pas-
sive recreation area as well
at single and multi-family
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homes.
It Is suggested that single

family homes and garden
apartments be erected on
the sand fill area, ringed
with a buffer of active and
passive recreational areas.
The garden apartments, It
Is believed, would aside from
their scenic beauty be at-
tractive to commuters since
they would be located close
to the railroad.

On the south end of the
sand fill, the part area
would a b u t the Central
Railroad and the new ball
field thus protecting the
homes from the noise of the
railroad. A park is also pro-
posed for the north side
along the bathing area,
fronting on the Raritan
Bay and extending the full
length of the sand fill.

On the west end of the
sand fill, a long range site
is proposed for a civic* cul-
t u r a l - m u n l c i p a l center
which would serve the city
more effectively once the
sand fill development took
place.
Industrial Park

An industrial park Is
recommended for the Rose-
well Street area. Anothef
is recommended for the
west end of Main street at
the city line with the even-
tual elimination of the pre-
sent dump site In favor of
an Incinerator. The entire
Industrial program, it was
explained, was predicated
on the easy availability of
the railroad sidings. Em-
phasis Is placed on dry In-
dustries due to l i m i t e d
water.
Business Development

A shopping center Is sug-
gested for the Raritan St.
and Main 8t. area with
space of the railroad yards
acting as a buffer to the
h o m e s located In the
Stevensdale area. The site,
Which Is clearly visible from
the Bddson Bridge, Is ex-
pected to be an obvious tar-
get for the mass traffic vol-
ume crossing the river.
