tSm Report Address
Doe During January
Aliens now living In the

the United States, in ac-
cordance with the Immi-
gration and Nationality Act
Of 1952, will again be re-
quired to report their ad*
dresses to authorities dur-
ing the month ot January.
The announcement w a s
made by E, P. Bouchard,
District Director of the Im-
migration and NatruaUza-
tton Service.

All aliens with few ex-
ceptions must make the
report between Jan. 1 and
31. Not required to make
this report are diplomats,
those accredited to certain
International organizations
and those who have entered
temporarily as agricultural
laborers.

P\orms for making the re-
ports will be available to
alien* at all Post Offices
and offices of the nnmi-
garatton Service. Mr. Bou-
chard indicated that aliens
desiring Information con-
cerning naturalization or
similar matters should get
the forms at an office of
(the Immigration and Na-
turalisation Service- where
personnel trained In these
flekls will be available to
answer inquiries.

Wl-Uful or lnexooable
failure to comply with this
provision of law, Bouchard
stated, renders an alien lia-
ble to fine and Imprison-
ment In addition to depor-
tation.

Hanigan, Vanderveer
Deliver Farewells

Ther* were parting words at
the Council session this week
which marked the last appear-
ances for Council-President
James Harrigan Councilman
James Vanderveer. Both offi-
cials expressed extreme regret
at having to terminate their as-
sociations with the governing
body.

Vanderveer complimented fint
Harrigan for his devotion to
public duty and then Mayor

tseph Charmello whom he de-
ribed as serving the communi-

ty well over the years. It was
Charmello who defeated Vander-
veer in his bid for the mayor's
office.

Vanderveer outlined th» man-
date for the coming year which
he reduced to the simple respon-
sibility of "excelling" and with
complete devotion to the people.
"I had tried to do my duty,
often beyond the call of duty
to make our city a better city. I
ask the people not to be too cri-
tical of the mayor. and council
who devote much-time and effort
in performing their work."

Vanderveer alse asked the
people to take greater interest
in public affairs, to participate
more and to attend the council
session to make their views
known,

Harrif an BxpreMM Thanks
Harrigan's parting words had

stressed the good work that the
various boards, commissions and
departments have done. H»
praised the forefathers who In
their vision provided the facili-
ties which we today enjoy—the
paved strettts, buildings, utlli-
tiet, churches, schools, etc.

The council-president stated
that the governing body operat-
ed the past year oh a tight budg-
et, "always fighting doUaip." fie
complimented the Public Works
Dept. and especially Supt. Nagle
for putting that department on
a working cash basis. He com-
mended the Police Dept. and its
chief, John Gleason, for the ex-,
cellent work they do made evU
dent by the swift apprehension
of a bomb scare telephones

Likewise praise was extended
to the other boards and commi-
sions 'such as 'the Board of Ad-
justment which Hanigan mid,
had a number of "tough nuts to
crack" this year and did well.
He directed encomium towards
City Clerk John Trlggs who
"constantly supplied informa-
tion." He called Triggs his in-
dispenilbls "right-hand" man.
As for his council associates, he
said that they receive criticism
often and rarely praise. He said
that In preparing the budget
the councllmen worked dally for
five weeks with other depart-
ments and that they always had
a quorum at regular and busi-
ness sessions. If at times a mem-
ber was absent, h« said, Ke had
* good exeat*.

Harrigan rtMrvod particular
praise for Vanderveer who, with

him, wan present at bis last
council meeting. He commended
Vanderveer for putting the fire
departments on an excellent
working basis with the creation
of the Fire Department Execu-
tive Committee. Now, he said,
firemen inspect fire plugs,
buildings, etc. with competence
and regularity.

Harrlgan's Recommendations
' The outgoing official reasert-
ed that his comments on the fire
companies earlier in the year
were intended to be constructive,
not vindictive. He also said that
his proposal to locate the new
city hall on Broadway was
meant to help rejuvenate busi-
ness there and with the view
that the public school WBB in
need of more playground area
and possibly another school in
the future.

The greatest asset the city has,
Harrlgan emphasised, was the
Land Fill. Because of the fore-
sight of past officials, he said.
South Amfcoy has excellent faci-
lities and a low tax rate. He sa»<I
additlonallytthat the Land Fill
could be developed at no cost to
the city with the exception of
lighting costs once it is in opera-
tion.

He proposed that 160-160 new
homea could 'be constructed there
as well as bathing facilities, a
boardwalk and a park. He men-
tioned the recreational areas
Alnsady inaugurated there to
which a marina could be added.
'. Similiarly, "as an alternative,
he suggested that a garden
apartment be put up if the
people preferred and a light
clean industry provided for. Hi/
compared these possibilities with
the successful city venture on
Fourth Street 6xtension, a sort.
of pilot project by comparison.
People could purchase the lot*
and the builders would insult
the utilities, roads and side-
walks at no cost to the resi-
dents, he added.

These developments, Ham-
gan stated, would greatly in-
crease the business* opportuni-
ties for local merchants and en-
hance their purchasing powvr.
He visualised South Amboy of
the future as another Barnvgut
Bay.

As for the garbage problem,
Harrigan suggested that a com-
mittee'be formed.to study the
purchase of an Incinerator to
eliminate the past difficulty oi
having to accept a single bill
fwm the garbage collection
agencies.

Mayor
Chafmello described Vanderveer
"progressive" and "energetic."

At Council Meeting

Bomb Scare Ordinance Passes Final Test.
$5,000 Asked For Snow Removal Operation
Ths tax revaluation pro-

gram which was supposed
to have begun last week
was postponed because of
the heavy downfall of snow.
The precipitation would
have hampered physical
measurements of land pro-
perty according to a report
from Councll-Presldenit J.
Harrlgan.

Ordinance 652, the ordin-
ance which prohibits any
person from using the tele-
phone or any other mean*
of communication in order
to cause a bomb scare, was
passed on thftrd and final
reading. The ordinance pas-
sage was prompted by re-
cent calls to BChooLs and
the local hospital on alleged
information that bombs
were placed in such build-
ings. Now a statute, the
violation of it carries a fine
of $1,000 and a 90-day Im-
prisonment.

Mayor Joseph Charmello
reported that some people
thought the provisions of
the ordinance were too
stringent, but he added that
a town In Indiana passed
a similtar law calling for a
10-year imprisonment. He
said that one youth in that
state was already given a
two-year sentence- under
the act.

The mayor also asked leg-
islation requiring railroads
to give advance notice of
any curtailment of their
Operations in the city. He
said that in nils communica-
tion with the railroads he
was Informed that the
Pennsylvania had plans for
the removal of 12 tracks
over the Hole-ta^ne-Wall.

Snow Removal
The city passed a reso-

lution calling for the em-
ergency appropriation of
$5,000 to pay for snow re-
moval operations during
the passed week. Total cost
ot the project was esti-
mated to be from $6,500 to
$7,000 by Councilman John
Howley, street commiss-
toner.

Howley said that the
original Intention was to
take the money out of s-ur-
plus funds, but that he was
.informed by the city treas-

urer and tax collector that
although there Ls prolOabiy
enough money in that
source, theTe was insuffi-
cient time to legally ex-
pedite the transaction.

The mayor Inquired how
much money is now in total
emergency appropriation it
was told that the sum am-
ounted to $34,000 for the
yean

Transfer of funds in-
cluded $2,432: from parks
and playgrounds, $184; ad-
ministration and Executive
$500; Street Cleaning, $460;
Finance, $200; Police and
Firemen Retirement, $600;
Inspection of Buildings,$188
and Group Insurance, $300.

These were transferred to
Administration and Execu-
tive. $2.00; Collection of
Taxes, $21.00; Buildings &
Grounds, $250; Shade TreD
Oommlsion, $1,650; Fire,
$100; Streets, $20; Parks &
Playgrounds, $184; Library
$145; and Sewage Disposal,
$60.

The 8outh Amboy First
Aid and Safety Squad was
granted a tax exemption on
lots 1,2, 3, 4 and-5 in Block
100 on the basis that it ls
a charitable organization.

A cancellation ot a total
of $1̂ ,59673 of an unexpend-
ed balance for Road Cons-
tructi»n ($5,555.55), Inter-
est on Notes, Municipal
f $2,628.68) a n d School
($1,412.50) was approved.
These monies cannot be
transferred and mu/ft be
cancelled or placed In sur-
plus.

This epitaph, for such it
can be called with the un-
expected snowfall of ten
days ago, was the subject of
Intense discussion at the
council meeting Tuesday.
It was a phrase coined by
Councilman Fred Reese and
was uttered with consider-
able emphasis and deliber-
ateneas.

To many residents the
snowfall gave -cause for
many ungentlemanly vocal
expressions, first the streets
In the midst of skidding
times and abandoned veh-
icles and later over Ihe
phone calcifying the ear*
of the mayor and council-
men and other officials.

Residents, brought to a
standstill by the deludge &
drifts of up to six feet In

places, . found themselves
short-tempered In their
frustrated attempts to re-
turn to normal operation.

The dispute arose over
the decision made by the
