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Suits Threatened Over Flooding
Member* of the City Coun-

cil and Mayor Charmello
threatened to bring suit in
court over flooding of streets
If conditions they believe
contributed to this situation
are not rectified. The dis-
cussion centered around
Wllmpnt Street and Railroad
Avenue in Mechanlcsviile
and Parker Avenue in Max-
field,

The* governing body unanl-
• mously believes that three
nieghbors, the railroad, the
county and the state highway
department are responsible
for the Inundation of streets
in Mechanlcsviile.

It was agreed to discuss
this matter with these agen-
cies at a special meeting
to determine what they will
do about it, A court suit
was promised if results are
negative.

Frank O'Brien of Wllmom
Street, who has frequently
complained at council meet-
Ings about the flooding, did
so again Tuesday. He said
that his home and property
are endangered by the sur-
face water flow and that the
curbing by his home has
been eroded several Inches.

The railroad, he said, threw
everything it could at the foot
of Railroad Avenue to bar-
ricade the flow of water and
that once there Is a break-
through of this dam, a tor-
rent of water floods the area.
He also doubted the wisdom

of having Railroad Avenue
resurfaced at this time in
view of the circumstances.
Councilman Eugene S. Szes-
zko reported that paving of
this street is now underway.

O'Brien and Szeszko to-
gether complained about a
pile od debris which was left
on Rarilroad Avenue by the
road contractors. The coun-
cilman said that It was about
7 or 8 feet high, unattended,
and that it constituted a haz-
ard to the children who play
by it. O'Brien expressed fear
that another storm would
have It deposited on his front
porch.

COUNCILMEN ARGUE
QVER CAUSE

SzeBzko drew a reply from
Councilman Fred Henry
when he stated that the lat-
ter, as street chairman,
should have done something
about the flooding. In fact,
he said that something should
have been done there 10 or
15 years ago. O* Brlen stated
earlier that the inundation
12 years ago was not nearly
as severe as it is today.

In another statement Szes-
Zko said that the cutting
through of die extension of
Railroad Avenue a year ago
aggravated the situation
Henry countered with a
charge that Szeszko is con
tradlctlng himself by saying
on one occasion that some- <
thing should have been done ,
10 or IS yedrs ago and later \
blaming It on the street cut- <
through which, Henry said, I
was done on request of the '
residents there.

A proposal was made by
O'Brien to Install a sewer
line at a moderate cost to
divert the water from prop-
erty of residents. Szeszko
disclosed that at one time
the railroad used to trench
a ditch there periodically to
carry the water away but
that since this operation was

discontinued, the ditch had
filled up and had be-
come overgrown with
growth.

Mayor Joseph Charmello
urged that die street sur-
facing be suape.rtled until
an opinion can be gotten
from city engineer Edward
C. Rellly as to die feasi-
bility of continuing it.

At a special meeting he
tween members of the gov-
erning body and Savreville
officials August 11 to dis-
cuss the Part ;• Avenue
problem, resu .* were far
from satisfactory.

Council President Richard
J. Schultz revealed that the
local group was Informed
that the borough presently
has Its own drainage prob-
lems which they have to
see to before anything can
be done about this one. /

At this meeting. South Am-
boy proposed to Install a
system of sewer pipes which
would carry the water to a
ditch Just over die city line
in Sayreville. They asked
that this work be commenced
Immediately.

In view of diis result. Coun-
cilman J. Peter Rush recom-
mended diat die state high-
way department be asked to
replace present sewer catch
basins on Route 35 with
larger ones to take up die
greater part of die drainage
diat die city contends origi-
nates there and flows down
Into die streets.

In order to convince die
people in die flooded regions
diat they will not be for-
gotten, Schultz revealea that
die mayor and council will

again confer with Rellly to
see if anything else can be
done to give them some re-
lief from the perennial flood
ing.

O'Brien brought to the at-
tention of the governing body
diat some motorists leave
their cars parked on upper
Rarltan Street all day and
sometimes diroughout die
night. He said diat dils Is
dangerous to the children
who live diere.

The garbage of some resi-
dents on Railroad Avenue
has not been picked up for
about two weeks, Szeszko re-
ported. He asked diat Jersey
Sanitation Co. be notified
of this.

The councilman once again
complained about die trucks
carrying sand using Wash-
ington Avenue and Main
Street. When he brought dils
to die attention of die police
chief, he said, die latter
called Trenton and was told
diat nodilng could be done
about it since truck owners
pay a high license fee to use
die roads and diat they are
In order In doing so.

Nevertheless, Szeszko
asked Capt. Alexander Ab-
batiello, the acting chief, to
reroute the trucks on other
streets.

Since die road at die south-
ern end of Bordentown Ave-
nue is much in use by resi-
dents driving to the Water
Works Park and to the swim-
ming pool in diat general
area, Rush petitioned the
council to repair It, e s -
pecially die potholes found
diere.

* resolution call-
Intt lor public questions to
be placed on the November 6
general election ballot did
not ask whether the residents
wanted or did not want a new
city hall, members of the
council agreed to delay
adopting the resolution for
possible revision at the next
business meeting.

The inquiry over whedier
dils Item was In the referen-
dum was brought up by Coun-
cilman J. Peter Rush who
reminded die governing body
that diere Is still a bill
of $18,000 to be paid to
Murray Uebowitz of Perth
Amboy for architectural
fees.

TRAIN WRECK DISTURBS
CITY OFFICIALS

A newspaper report of
a train wreck which hap-
pened August 14 at Atglen,
Pennsylvania, near Coates-
vllte, Instilled some appre-
hension among members of
the governing body about the
transport of explosive ma-
terials by freight through the
city.

The account of the train
collision between two east-
bound freight trains was
given by C»»uncilm. n J, Peter
Rush. One of the trains,
operated by the Pennsylvania
Railroad and pulling 99 cars,
rammed Into another haV-
lng 80 cars, two of them
containing low-grade fis-
sionable material, after it
had slowed down for work-
ers repairing a section of
track.

One of the trains. Rush
said, was bound from Enola,
which is west of Harris-
burg, to South Amboy. The
other train left Enola for
Ernest, near Philadelphia.
Five cars of each train were
derailed In addition to two
locomotives and a caboose
causing the death of several
people and Injuries to
others.

The nuclear material,
which was reported being
shipped to the submarine
base at Groton, Conn,, was
undisturbed and according
to A EC spokesmen did not
constitute a danger. Never-
theless, members of the gov-
erning body had some mis-
givings about such trans-
portation through the city,
remembering the May, 1950
explosion of munitions at
the city waterfront.

Councilman Rush stated
that he did some delving into
the records to see what types
of materials were permit-

The letter stated that at
that time nothing was said
about requiring the prop-
erty owners to pay a 6 per
cent interest on the unpaid
balance which they are now
being charged.

Because of the controversy,
the matter waa placed on the
agenda for the next business
meeting which Council Pres-
ident Richard J, Schultz said
would take place August 30
becauae of the Labor Day
holiday.

However, Howley contended
rhat the letter should not
have been read without prior
knowledge of it. Schultz,
though, took the responsibil-
ity Tor the reading saying
that he didn't feel residents
should be made to wait two
weeks to hear about the dis-
position of their communi-
cations.

Mayor Charmello Inter-
jected that he did not think
the city clerk was out of
order in reading it. Council-
