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BPW ACCEPTS LIABILITY
INSURANCE GROUP P U N

The Board of Public Works, j
at lta meeting 1 urs<1ay, ac-
cepted the liability lnnurance
coverage plan offered to It
under a group plan which
wltl Include other municipal
components. Under this
policy employees of the
board will be protected on
the job on public streets and
off premises facilities, as
well as on plant premises.

As explained previously by
Insurance spokesmen, the
policy will provide up to
$250,000 coverage for In-
dividuals and as much as
$500,000 for groups of In-
dividuals. Previously, cov-
erage was limited to $50,000
under the policy held by the
board, which did not cover
employees for Injuries suf-
fered away from the plant
grounds.

The motion to accept was
made by board member
James Duggan who noted
that, according to a legal
opinion given the board by
City Solicitor John Mul-
lane, there was no barrier
to prevent the board from
participating in the city
master comprehensive
policy.

The board acted on the
recommendation of city in-
•urance broker James J.
Harrigan who, together with
Councilman John Howley, tax
committee chairman, pro-
posed fluch a master policy
•o that duplicate policies
carried by other munici-
pal departments tould be
eliminated. \

It I* also antlcipmwi by
the sponsors of the master
comprehensive policy that
economy will bt achieved
In this manner and that cov-
erage that was needed
previously and was not car-
ried will be extended over
these areas.

One advantage of the group
plan la the elimination of
confusion as to what policy,
covers what liability, since
formerly there were a num-
ber of policies issued and
carried by various city agen-
cies. Under this plan the city
will be able to deal directly
with a single broker.

COVERAGE CONSIDERED
ADEQUATE

The extended liability cov-
erage will protect the board
against damages exceeding
the face value of policies It
hitherto possessed. . Some
neighboring communities, it
was disclosed at a previous
meeting, were compelled to
appropriate additional
money to pay damages in
suits where the liability was
Inadequate.

OfrtT municipalities,
namely South Orange, Irv-
Ington and Long Branch,
found the group insurance
plan satisfactory and have
tdopted It. Th« policy Is
designed to protect city
property and equipment as
well as private property
against damages incurred.

Featured in the policy Is
a clause which provides for
debiting and crediting, de-
pending on the frequency In
which accidents occur. If
costs are kept down during
any year, premium discounts
will revert to the board, it
was explained earlier.

The board was Informed by
Insurance executives that
records reveal that in past

voars the accident rate In
the titv h.id been low and
that if thtft trend continues,
premium payments will be
kept at a minimum.

Members of the board have
been studying the provisions
of the policy during the past
several months before
reaching their decision. Now
that they have voted to par-
ticipate in the group plan,
they have requested that the
liability part of the policy
be put into effect as soon
as possible.

ACTION ON FIRF.
INSURANCE STILL

PKNDING
A second part »f the master

group Insurance plan, re-
garding fire insurance, was
no acted upon Immediately
by the board. Board mem-
bers felt that they needed
more time to study its pro-
visions in detail.

Some of its aspects, how-
ever, were disclosed by
board preaident Thomas Vail
who stated that It had been
recommended to the board to
take out fire Insurance on
the filtration room, amount-
ing to $5,000, separate from
the machinery contqlned in
the building. It was proposed
that the machinery be cov-
ered for $30,000, Vail said.

In view of a need for com-
plete understanding of the
fire Insurance provisions,
the board, on motion made
by board member Philip Sul-
livan, agreed to wtudy the
policy more fully and to meet
at a Bpecial session Tues-
day at 7 P.M. to arrive at
a decision.

Since the mayor and coun-
cil meet Tueaday in the coun-
cil chamber at 8 P.M., it
is expected that any decision
arrived at by the board that
night can be forwarded di-
rectly to the city officials
and thereby expedite the pro-
cessing of the policy on a
city-wide group plan.

The board will also peti-
tion the mayor and council
Tuesday to appropriate addi-
tional money for sanitary
sewer repair operations
since the board's funds in
this account in its budget
have already been depleted.

SAVINGS MADE ON
NEW EQUIPMENT

Superintendent of Public
Works Michael S. Nagle In-
formed the board, by letter
that the action of the board
in having old equipment re-
placed by new equipment in
plant operations results in
appreciable savings to the
board.

Nagle, who is currently on
his vacation period, substan-
tiated this opinion by citing
the Installation several
months ago of a new 75-
horsepower motor and pump
to replace an older ineffi-
cient pump. The switch, he
wrote, brought about a sav-
ing of $52 per month on
power consumption to run the
equipment.

Furthermore, the superin-
tendent advised that there is
lees wear and tear on the ap-
paratus since a booster pump
had to be turned on simul-
taneously with the old pump
In order to process the
needed volume of water. Be-
cause of the greater ef-
! ficiency with the new motor

It wants
room to expand its build-
ings, space to lay out its
many-purpose interests and
future endeavors.

limited apace feele cramped
and lta potential for future
growth Is blocked. Today a
plant that manufactures raw
at eel may In the future want
to manufacture finished
products as well. It wants
to assure an outlet for its
manufactures.

These are healthy aspira-
tions In any investment and
as long as an Industry clings
to these hopes and strives
to attain them, It will re-
main vibrant and compe-
titive.

As examples, the chairman
cited a number of nearby
plants which he noted have
enough land In their pos-
session "to build facilities
three times their present
size and still have apace
left over on which a base-
ball game can be played."
Mergers of two or more
plants, he said, also require
extra space.

The trend also is to beau-
tify snd improve such sites
to make them as appealing
snd a* attractive as pos-
sible. This requires addi-
tional land for sprawling
tracts of lawna capped by
shrubbery, terracing and
landscaping.

What does South Amboy
have to offer In land? With
the exception of the 66-acre
land fill, there is not too
much to feel secure about.
Much of the remaining avail-
able land is privately owned,
the prize possession of the
railroads.

The Pennsylvania Rail-
road owns several of these
tracts. One, commonly
called Star Field, begins at
the porperty line of resi-
dents fronting Augusta
Street to the freight trunk
line adjacent to the coal
hop at the waterfront dock
area.

Another stretches from a
point near die Rarltan Street
pumping station to Alternate
Highway 33 and beyond that
roadway to the Raritan
River.

INDUSTRY CAN AID
RAILROADS

If the commission can set
cooperation from the rail-
road, it may be able to nego-
tiate for the sale of some
of this land to industry on
behalf of the railroad and
thereby give the railroad
some much needed transpor-
tation business.

To accomplish this, the
commission will have to act
with the greatest tact and
discretion. It can do two
things at once. It can give
the faltering railroad new
opportunities while, at the
same time, fulfill l u pri-
mary purpose — Its obliga-
tion to the city in attrac-
ting Industry to it.

Anticipated loss of revenue
from secondary railroad
property taxes will serve as
a spur to the commission.
The right kind of industry
will have to take up this
slack, or residents will have
to dig deeper into their pock-
ets to make up the difference.

The commission has un-
furled several plans which It
hopes to exploit further. One
Is to induce Jersey Central
Power and Ught Company to
expand it*, facilities at the
E. H. Werner Station,
Another is to survey the dock
area with a possibility of
deepening the water ap-
proaches so that Aea-goinf
ertft' tan use It as a port
facility.

The greatest resource the
commission has, though. Is
Its zeal and enthusiasm.
These have already been ex-
hibited by Grimes and his
fellow commissioners who
have undertaken their new
responsibilities with ad-
mirable keenness and apti-
tude. All they require on our
part Is encouragement and
cooperation so that their in-
spiration may continue to
drive them toward their goal.
We wish them the support
they will need to accomplish
this.
