waiting for the parts so that
the lights can operate a?aln.

“1 repeat, traffic light
boxes should not be tam-
pered with, Repairs and
parts cost money and vandala
caught doing the damage will
find out just how much these
costs are, Parents should
speak about this to their
children, There is the dan-
ger of being electrocuted.”’

Councilman J, Peter Rush,
agreeing with Schultz, won-
dered 1if m‘ﬁ;e severe meas-
ures 8hq rgf__tlk&'n.
He suggeoted% ng par-
ents responsible for vandal-
iam on the traffic lights
caused by their children,

In the course of the dis-
cuasfon Councilman Fred
Henry remarked that the in-
cldence of the damage to the
light signals is a very ser-
ious matter. Two weezs ago

Street and Stevens Avenue
wag dismantled, Repairs are
frequently required at traffic
lights at Main and Feltus
Streets and at Washington
Avenue and Walnut Street,

Fortunately, Schultz re-
vealed, the electrician was
able to repair the light on
Walnut Street yesterday
without having to send away
for parte.
