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CHARLES STREET TO BE PAVED

Members of the City Coun-
cil spent almoat an hour at
this week’s regular council
meeting debatin what
street should be paveyl, using
money the city i8 erl{itled to
under the annual suate aid
program,

The argument shifted from
Thompson Street, to upper
John Street and then (o
Charles Street {n a runnin
debate to determine whi
street would be assigned the
cash for the resurfacing
work, Each of three coun-
cilmen held out to the bitter
end tu get the project as-
signed to a street in his
ward, After some intricate
maneuvering, the assigu-
ment was given to Charles
Street, U
Councilman John Howley
opened up the spirited dis-
cussion by requesting the
surplus money for upper
John Street, He stated that
earlier in the year the coun-
cll as a whole agreed to
divert any remaining money
in this program to this
street for the portion of it
between Feltus Street and
the rallroad tracks where
1t terminates in a dead end,
To substantiate his request,
Howley declared that resi-
dents in this area have to
pass through mud and water
to cross the street following
every rainfall, The washouts
there, he said, are a trouble-
some problem,

Hia bid was immediately
countered by another for
Thompson Street, recom-
mended by Counciiman
Eugene S. Szeszko, Sze-
szko's contention was that
Thompson Street today Is
used like a highway.

First consideration should
be given to Charles Street,
Councilman J, Peter Rush
maintained, aince, he said,
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it 18 a through street and is
presently in a ‘‘deplorable
condition,”’

Figures given tq the press
by Mayor Joseph Charmello
indicated that resurfacing of
John Street would cost an
estimated $1,066,80; that of
Thompaon Street, between
Augusta Street and Fifth
Street, $8,000; and that of
Charles Street, between
Bertram and Conlogue Ave-
nues, $2,120.

Chairman of Streets, Coun-
cilman FredHe contend-
ed that about #31, had ac-
cumulated 1in the current
state ald program for the
city. This sum, he reported,
had been reduced to about
$15,000 because of the resur-

School Beard Problems
Hit By Council

The mounting number of
problems emanating from
the local pubiic school sys-
tem came under attack by
some members of the City
Council, particularly from
Councilman Fred Henry. As
a2 result, members of the
gﬂvernlng body were urged

y Council President Ric-
hard J, Schultz to attend
next week’s school board
meeting to get first-hand
information about the school
difficulties,

Tuesday's outbursts were
touched off by a disclosure
from George Stader, the lo-
cal  postmaster, that his
child’s hooks have & number
of pages missing, He does
not know how a pupil is ex-
pected to learn under such
conditions, he said, and won-
dered 1f the school has been
given sufficient appropria-
tions to finance thep -chase
of books,

The problems arising from
the pt&llc achool are steadily
increasing, Councilman F,
Henry exclaimed, ‘‘We are
disturbed by having children
on split session, should
not happen in a city such as
ours. It is also important
that our children should be
properly equipped.”

Henry disclosed that there
fa no need for split seasions,
He reported that one class
in the elementary scho ' for
educable students has only
7 pupils in attendance, The
teacher of this class is sala-
ried at $7,300, he reported,
‘‘costing over $1,000 a child
for instructions alone,’’

“It is ridiculous to have a
classroom for just so many
students when thereisaucha
demand for more classrioi
space,’”’ he said, “It might
be cheaper to send them to
other school districts.”’

““This excuse about not
having enough money 18 a
‘lot of baloney’l" the coun-
clilman said. "They were
able to find sufficient money
to grant salary increases to
teachers and mayt : they can
find additional 1oney in
some corner for other ex-
penses,’’ he retorted,

“If the money we appro-
priate for them isn’t going
into the right places, we

ought to look into it,** Coun-

Objections were also voiced
