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Commission Meets With
Plaining Board
The entire membership of

the City Industrial Commis-
sion met with the Planning
Board Tuesday to be in-
formed In detail of those
phases of the Master Plan
adopted by the Planning
Board which relate to Indus-
trial growth in the com-
munity.

At the same time, the board
advised the commission that
it would be happy to assist
the commission in whatever
way it can in the latter's
program to try to attract
a suitable industry to the
city. Commission chairman
Fred Grimes spoke briefly
from the standpoint of the
commission's objectives.

Planning Board chairman
Richard Dow ling Informed
the commission that the
board's consulting engineer,
H, Thomas Carr, would be
glad to go over the Master
Plan with commission mem-
bers to acquaint them with
the projected future potential
for Industrial expansion in
the city as outlined by the
Master Plan.

The Master Plan, In its
report, alludes to the various
tracts that are available for
Industrial use along with
rail, highway and water ac-
commodations and facilities
as well as to other pertinent
facts relating to these and
other matters which might be
of interest to the com-
mission.

At tfie meetfng, the board
passed a resolution granting
final approval to Benlap
Homes for the second sec-
tion of Its home project on
Stevens Avenue consisting,of
22 homes. The entire
development comprises 31
units.

This action confirms a ten-
tative approval given to the
builders August 27th on con-
dition that certain require-
ments of the board be ful-
filled according to the
board's specifications. One
of these was the posting of
an Improvement bond
guarantee In sufficient
amount which the developers
had in the meantime satis-
fled.

Other board action centered
on the Irving Shore-Milton
Wasch proposed develop-
ment in Maxfleld In the
vicinity of Veteran's Field.

SchttlU Named To Head
Christmas Seal Campaign

Richard J. Schultz, local
councllman-at-large, has
been appointed Christmas
Seal Chairman for the 1962
campaign to be conducted in
South Amboy, according to
Dr. Harry J. White, county
chairman. The carrtpaign,
which is conducted annually
by the Middlesex County Tu-
berculosis and Health
League, begins November
13th and will continue
through December. The Mid-
dlesex County organization
is one of the affiliates of the
National Tuberculosis Asso-
ciation.

Funds raised by ChrUtmas
Seals support the many-
faceted program of the
League which Includes a
year-round program of tu-
berculosis case finding and
health education. They also
contribute to the creative
recreation program being
conducted in five of the coun-
ty's hospitals for chronically
ill and nursing homes. Both
medical and social research
axe also made possible by
Christmas Seal contribu-
tions.

Mr. Schultz, who has been
president of the South Am-
boy City Council for the
past two years, Is a gradu-
ate of St. Mary's High School.
During World War tt he
served in the Navy and was
later recalled for service
during the Korean conflict.

For ten years Mr. Schultz
was president of the Board
of Health and a former Cap-
tain of Protection Engine Co.
No. 1, of which he is still a
member. -A-member of the

board that they have acquired
properties from most of the
residents for the widening of
Feltus Street and that they
are still negotiating for the
balance, reported to be one
or two other residents.

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Board Sets Drive On
Water Rent Bill Payments

The Board of Public Works
determined this week to re-
instate its campaign against
delinquent water bill pay-
ments by threatening to cut
off water service to resi-
dents who are in arears on
payments and who make no
effort to make. restitution.

Members declared publicly
at the meeting that the prin-
cipal offenders are new resi-
dents but did not specify in
what area of the city they
reside. The campaign, how-
ever, will be directed against
all delinquent water clients
who have accumulated un-
reasonable bills.

A motion to this effect was
made by board member
James Duggan who ex-
claimed "We must put a
stop to this!" It authorizes
board superintendent
Michael Nagle to discontinue
water service to such con-
sumers who fall to make
a whole or partial payment
by a specified date. The
board voted simultaneously
to send notices to these resi-
dents prior to taking finaly
dents prior to taking final
action.

Philip Sullivan, another
board member, disclosed
that the board will not be
severe in its action against
those delinquent bill owners
who show good faith by mak-
ing a down payment on their
bills and who continue after-
wards to try to eradicate
their obligations.

ADDITIONAL LIGHTS
RECOMMENDED

New street lights were
recommended by the board
for the roadway leading from
the southern end of Broad-
way, along Louisa Street
which passes by the former
Terra Cotta plant, to the
Frog Hollow Swim and Ten-
nis Club. It has been esti-
mated by board members
that about four such lights
will be needed, but this facet
of it will be left to the
engineers of Jersey Central
Power and Light Company
to determine.

The power firm is now in
the process of installing new
mercury vfpor syeat Ughr*
tfiroughout the city to re-
place existing Incandescent
fixtures. A survey Is being
made as well by the utility
company to install additional
poles .for, lighting where
needed.

A second recommendation
for an additional street light
was made for Charles
Street and this recommenda-
tion will be forwarded to
James Mitchell, sales
representative for JCP fc L
Co. Allowances will be made
in the 1963 board budget
for the additional lighting.

Following a suggestion
made by Vail, the board set
October 13tb as the day that
the members will make a
thorough inspection tour of
the water treatment and sew-
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age disposal plants and all
auxiliary pumping stations
throughout the city as well
as all other board installa-
tions.
DEVELOPMENT SUBMITS

BOND GUARANTEE
A bond, In the amount of

$22,000, was submitted to
the board from Benlap
Homes housing development
on Stevens Avenue for sec-
tions one and two of its
project covering estimated
costs of Improvements there
as required by the board and
as detailed by dry engineer
Edward C. Reilly.

Final approval for nine
home units in the develop-
ment was given April 6th
for section one and August
27th for the remainder of
the 31 units comprising 22
lots of section 2. The bond
was filed with the superin-
tendent.

A request was also received
from the City Council to
supply each councilman with
a copy of the minutes of
board meetings. Board
members Indicated that they
would comply. Only the
mayor has been receiving the
minutes previously.

According to a motion made
by Sullivan and approved by
the board, the superintendent
was given permission to con-
duct a survey on Gordon
Street, for a length of about
200 feet from Pine Avenue,
to see if a sewer line can
be Installed there on
gravity flow basis. Mr. Nagle
said that he thought this could
be done.

The superintendent haB
been directed to determine
(he cost of such an Installa-
tion and to submit this esti-
mate to the City Council for
their action.

As a follow up on a pre-
viously-Initiated board pro-
gram, that of obtaining fed-
eral aid for the construc-
tion of an auxiliary above-
ground water reservoir in
the city and other water
supply improvements in the
distribution system, presi-
dent Vail asked the board
secretary to contact en-
gineer Reilly to ascertain
what progress had been made
in this direction.

It was noted that the fed-
eral government recently
approved % huge govern ment
public works program for
municipalities as proposed
by President Kennedy. The
board wished to have such
statistics of estimated costs
of recommended improve-
ments on hand for Just such
an event so that they can
be submitted to Washington
for approval.

A safety certificate of merit
based on the record attained
over a three-year period by
the employees of die board
was awarded to the board for
1961 by the New Jersey Di-
vision of the American Water
Works Association. The
award was scheduled to be
received yesterday In Atlan-
tic City at the Crystal Room
of the Hotel Dennis. All board
members who were able, at-
tended.

If the record is maintained
for the next two years, the
board will be eligible for a
certificate of honor based on
a five-year period.
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Teadwrs Propose
Salary ftride

Twenty-four teachers of the
South Amboy Teachers' As-
sociation were on hand for
the meeting of the Board of
Education yesterday follow-
ing a "get-acquainted" in-
formal gathering with board
members in the high school
auditorium. With the tea-
chers and members of the
South Amboy Parent-Tea-
cher Association In atten-
dance, the bqard room was
filled to capacity.

With such a representation,
the"teachers, through their
salary committee chairman,
Woodrow S. McCarthy, sub-
mitted their proposal for a
teacher salary guide to the
board.

The proposed guide asked
that the maximum pay for
teachers with a bachelor's
degree be set at $8,200 from
a starting salary of $4,600,
to be attained In 12 steps
at $300 a step. Correspon-
dingly, they requested that
those with a master's degree
be given a maximum of
$8,500 in 12 steps with In-
crements of $325 per step.
Starting salaries for the lat-
ter would be $4,900 under
their proposal.

In effect now Is a guide
which ranges from $4,600 to
$7,300 for teachers with a
bachelor's degree and from
$4,800 to $7 700 for those
with a master s degree. Ear-
lier In the year the board
established a maximum of
$8,000 for bachelor degree
teachers, but this guide was
rescinded several months
later at a subsequent board
meeting.

This request in addition to
requests for master degree
pay for Joseph Mabey and
McCarthy, petitioned by let-
ters to the board, was re-
ferred to the teachers' com-
mittee for study. Another pe-
tition was received from
Mrs. Virginia Mahoney ask-
ing that she be given the
maximum pay of $7,300.

A new annex to the Sa-
cred Heart Parish School
wa» blessed in a dedica-

The school addition, consist-
ing of six large classrooms,
was constructed In the sub-
level floor of the church au-
ditorium, which once was the
parish club room.

The $90,000 annex supple-
ments an earlier school an-
nex which was added to the
school plant in September,
1957, at a cost approach-
ing $800,000, Rev. Walter
Urbanik, pastor, jllsclosed.
Not so long ago, four new
bowling alleys were installed
at the site now occupied by
the new classrooms, but for
lack of space, had to
be eliminated.

All doors and frames are
of steel construction and the
windows of aluminum metal.
