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STREET PAVING PLANS HIT SNAG
City Engineer Edward C.

Rellly Informed the govern-
ing body by letter that he
had contqcted the State ART
Division, as directed, re-
garding the paving of Charles
Street and was notified that
It would be almost Im-
possible to transfer funds
already allotted for other
paving to this street and have
It approved by Novem-
ber 15th, the deadling date.

To accomplish this, It would
be necessary to make
the transfers, award the con-
tracts and have them ap-
proved by the State Highway
Department prior to that date
when all paving wort Involv-
ing state funds for the 1962
program must be completed.

This is further complicated
by the fact that the
work schedule adopted
earlier this year provided
that all 1962 state aid funds,
excepting those for the pav-
ing of Campbell and Augusta
Streets, were to be combined
with a $10,000 allottment
made for Rarltan Street,
which work has been de-
ferred on account of the
drainage problem there, the
letter stated.

In view of this, transfer-
ring of only part of the
money from the Rarltan
Street project would not be
regarded favorably by the
state commission since it
would be necessary before
toe end of 1962 to trans-
fer all unused funds, the
letter continued.

The state division recom-
mended that all available
funds be transferred to a
program calling for the pav-
ing of Charles, John,
Thompson Streets and Ber-
tram Avenue during 1963.

Councilman J. Peter Rush,
who fought for the paving
of Charles Street at the pre-
vious meeting, expressed his
regrets to the people that
this project must of neces-
sity be postponed.

HOWLEY ASKS
EMERGENCY MONEY
FOR JOHN STREET

The Issue which was de-
bated two weeks ago was re-
vived after Councilman John
Howley repeated bis appea
for the paving of John Street

, He said the council should
rrrnniHHnr jtp previOM**y-
made committment for that
street and asked that an
emergency appropriation be
passed for it.

Rush countered by saing
that upper John Street ough
to be worked on, if possible
but If emergency money Is
voted, Charles Street should
be given priority as voted
on two weeks ago. However,
the matter died when it was
brought out that there is no
money available for such an
undertaking.
Stop street signs were

asked for the Intersection
of David Street at Main Street
by Howley and Center Street
by Councilman Szeszko.
Szeszko said that Cedar
Street extension is expected
to be completed In the next
six months necessitating the
stop sign. He also asked that
the. Intersection of Potter
and Fourth Streets be con-
sidered for light traffic since
many trucks use Potter
Street as an access road.

INQUIRY ON FEDERAL
AID MADE

Another letter from Reilly
to the mayor and coun-

il gave a report of a re-
quest for federal aid made
by bim on behalf of the Board
of Public Works. The letter
sought information concern-
ing the city's eligibility for
aid under the recently passed
Public Works Acceleration
Act sponsored by President
Kennedy.

The aid was for the con-
struction of an additional
water storage facility, the
need for which has been made
Impending as a result of
housing developments al-
ready built or under con-
struction as well as
for planned commercial and
Industrial expansion in the
city.

Public Works Board presi-
dent Thomas Vail told the
governing body that there
is presently a need for more
water above ground. The two
reservoirs, one on Conlogue
Avenue and the other at the
water treatment plant, he
said, have a supply that
would provide water for only
a 24-hour period.

If there should be a serious
fire on Broadway, he added,
this supply would be ex-
hausted in 6 or 8 hours. He
said that the Conlogue Ave-
nue standpipe is about 60
years old and the board must
start thinking of replacing it.

Additional lighting was
asked for Grade Drive in
Amboy Gardens by Szeszko,
B tating that the situa-
tion there is a grave one.
Mayor Charmello said that
he knows of no other area
that Is more hazardous, es-
pecially for children walk-
ing there at night. The mat-
ter was expounded on by Vail
who said J.C.P. & L. Co.
promised to have one in-
stalled there within 30 days
last week.

Local Merchant Asks
Fee of Outside Vendors
The mayor and council

heard a plea from Gabriel
Jasper, owner of a business
at 145 North Broadway since
1921, asking that transient
vendors selling wares in the
city be asssessed a license
fee when carrying on their
business.

The merchant said that such
vendors enter the city and
obtain a permit from police
neadqaarters, tree oicnafge
while established business-
men pay high taxes for the
privilege of being in busi-
ness. Jasper said that this
is not fair to the local mer-
chants and to equalize the
competition, he recommen-
ded that the outside vendors
be charged a $10 permit fee
each time they sell their
goods.

Many years ago, Jasper
said, his tax was about $200
a year. Now he pays about
$900 at a time when some
restrictions have been im-
posed. One of these restric-
tions,, he said, was the li-
mited or no parking zone
signs placed on Broadway
which '• Chases customers
out of the city."

The governing body told
Jasper that the permit fee
Issue will be placed on the
council agenda. Councilman
Fred Henry also disclosed
that a local Chamber of Com-
merce is forming which will
help bring such problems to
the attention of city officials.
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Members of the governing
body were unanimous in de-
nouncing the 24-hour truck-
ing of sand through the city
which was begun about two
weeks ago. They reported
that residents are complain-
ing immensely over it.

Evidently the trucking
firms are attempting to haul
a large volume of the sand
away from the excavating
sites in order to beat a new
digging and mining ordinance
that was due to be passed In
SayrevlUe this week.

Reference to the ordinance
was made by Councilman Eu-
gene S. Szeszko who strongly
recommended that South
Amboy take similar meas-
ures. If the Sayrevllle or-
dinance is adopted, all firms
except Cross man andSayre-
Flsher, which have been ex-
cavating for years In the
borough, will be required to
terminate their operations
six months from the date of
the passing of the bill.
Some residents have called

the "Citizen" to complain
about die trucking. One re-
ported thatjuj many as 250
frucEs" pass through Main
Street liT the early hours
of the morning. Tuesday, Pa-
trolman Charles Rea caused
68 trucks to be rerouted be-
tween 8 and 10 P.M.
Szeszko said that the truck-

ing situation Is getting out
of hand and urged that the
police start a drive on them
by stopping their vehicles
and requesting their regis-
trations, checking their
safety features, such as
windshield wipers, and in
othejr ways to discourage the
truck traffic.

Council President Richard
Schultz said that he asked
Police Chief John T. Glea-
son to call in the state po-
lice for scaling the trucks.
He said that the trucks, go-
Ing downhill with their bur-
den, let out a loud squeek-
lng noise when stopping for
the red light at Walnut Street
or the stop street at Main
Street and Washington Ave-
nue.

If the trucking la not ar-
rested woon, he said, he
will have the Board of Heal*
act. "People deserve a good
night's sleep after working
all day." he remarked. Other
councilmen and the mayor
also Joined In the attack.

GARBAGE PICKUPS
COMPLAINTS

Employees of the Jersey
Sanitation Co. of East Bruns-

wick were criticized by
Councilman Fred Henry for
"always being In a hurry
and not taking the time and
effort to do a good Job of
picking up the garbage."

"The residents pay much
money in taxes and there-
fore have a right to expect
good service/' Henry stated
In remarking that there is
frequent spillage and wind-
carried refuse when con-
tainers are emptied.

Other councilmen com-
pUlned that some garbage
cans are not picked up and
that garages In the alley-
ways are damaged by the
garbage truck. City Clerk
John J. Trlggs said that he
makes frequent dally calls
to the firm on complaints he
receives.
Redress can be obtained

by having the firm held liable
for damage to die garages
and by stipulating more
severe terms in the con-
tract renewal, which is to
come up next summer.

Trlggs reported that one
garbage can was not picked
•up--because- it was full-of
atones and too heavy to lift,
according to the firm's em-
ployees.

Henry disclosed that min-
utes of board meetings are
coming in, but not from all*
the boards and commissions.
He intensified his request
for this service.

Councilman J. Peter Rush
was told by Council Presi-
dent Richard J. Sehultz that
parking lines will be painted
at the parking zones by Safe-
way Store soon. Rush also
requested that ragweed be
given a chemical spray In
all the vacant lots. Schultz
remarked that Health In-
spector Patrick Vona Is re-
luctant to enter any pri-
vately-owned lot without
prior permission.

City Solicitor John Mullane
advised the governing body
that the city can pay North
Jersey Equipment Co. $1,000
for repairs to the city
sweeper, as agreed to, and
withhold payment of the
balance of the $1,900 bill
submitted. The firm origin-
ally estimated repairs at the
former sum but sent a bill
for $1,900.

A recommendation appoint-
ing Joseph Seaman to a full
term on the Board of Pub-
lic Works was defeated
to 2. Rush and Szeszko voted
for Seaman; Howley, Henry
and Schultz against.
