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Henry Asks Greater
Federal Aid

Councilman Fred Henry an-
n-. jnced at the council meet-
ing this week that South Am-
boy ought to file a number
of other municipal projects
under the recently-passed
Public Assistance Accelera-
tion Act by the federal gov-
ernment. So far only the
Board of Puhlic Works had
applied for financial aid
toward the construction of
another above-ground water
reservoir.

There are a number of
other currently-proposed
projects which might qualify
under the act, such as the
school expansion program,
the new city hall, drainage
and sewerage especially In
Mechanicsvllle and Parker
Avenue and resurfacing of
roads, he declared.

" We are far ahead of other
towns in these programs,*'
Henry said, mentioning the
fact that the school admin-
istration probably still re-
tains a report on school
space needs made by the
school architect last year,
plans and prints for a new
city hall and library and
sewer and drainage work in-
formation gathered from re-
cent conferences.

"We should take advantage
of these estimates and sub-
mit our bids as soon as
possible," he recommended.
He also brought to mind the
land fill area which stands
idle as well as recreation
playground facilities and
grounds the city could use
or Improve upon.

Henry proposed that the
governing body meet with
city engineer Edward C.
Reilly in order to compile
specifications on hand re-
garding these projects so
that proper requests on them
could be filed.

Mayor Joseph Charmello
suggested that Reilly be con-
tacted Immediately and put
to work on this program.
"These will have a defi-
nite effect on the city and
it Is Important that we make
our bids promptly."

"When President Kennedy
released the $90 mill ion dol-
lars for this work, our area
was already carried as a
distress area because of un-
employment and requests

Vandalism of public play-
grounds continues unabated
In the city and strong voices
to do something about it
were echoed Tuesday at the
City Council meeting.

Recreation chairman,
Councilman J. Peter Rush,
disclosed that a sliding board
at the Conlogue Avenue play-
ground was Inverted and that
chains on swings were
rwiated Into knots recently.

The councilman further
disclosed that a quarter-
Inch cable hqlding up a ten-
nis court net at the Sixth
Street playground had been
cut. The tennis courts
there have been Installed
recently.

"These acts of vandalism
were not committed by child-
ren, but by older persona,
since they required some
strength," Rush declared.
"Wilfull destruction of pub-
lic property Is a serious of-
fense, and the full penalty
should be handed out to those
responsible for It," he said.

It was brought out by Cpun-
tirmatiTretf Henry that goal
posts at Coluccl Field were
knocked down Sunday, Oc-
tober 7th. "Small children
don't have that kind of
strength," he stated.

"A certain few, I would
say ]ust two per cent, of the
youths- are to blame for this
destruction that U being
done," Council President
Richard J. Schultz disclosed.
"The ninety-eight per cent
of'the youths use the facili-
ties properly," he said.

Compallnts on vandalism
were also voiced by Mrs.
Andrew Peterson and Mrs.
Charles Gawenus from the
audience who remarked that
cars filled with boys and
girls can be seen loitering
In the vicinity of the play-
grounds after dark nightly.
They proposed that a curfew
similar to that being con-
sidered In Keyport be en-
forced.

PENALTIES SUGGESTED
Schultz responded that

playgrounds ought to be
closed after a certain hour
and chains with locks be in-
serted on the gates to the

playgrounds to keep after-
dark vandals out.

He informed that the po-
lice department had been in-
structed by the mayor and
council to make hourly
checks at the playgrounds to
disperse loiterers.

The police, he added, have
been following these instruc-
tions excepting at times when
they have other calls such as
accidents, fires and Investi-
gations to conduct.

Violation of the curfew, at
the playgrounds, he said,
would result In a warning the
first time with a fine to be
given the second time.

In his protests. Rush malrv-
tained that playground equlp-
mem Is expensive. Council-
man Eugene Szeszko avidly
supported having the play-
grounds secured after dark
immediately for "the pro-
tectlon of the taxpayers'
money." "To allow this to
be continued Is like throw-
ing money down the sewers,"
he exclaimed.

Disclosure of the
call was made to police
Tuesday at 8:20 A.M. by
Sister Mary Cleophas, prin-
cipal of the grammar school,
Police Chief John T. Glea-
aon revealed.

The informer stated that
the bomb was set to go off
at 9 A.M. that day. Fire
Chief Kenneth Mundy, police
officers and members of the
South Amboy First Aid Squad
conducted a search of the
building but found no bomb,
police report.

A previous bomb call.was I
made to police last Thurs- !
day evening at a time when I
several organizations were j
preparing t to meet. The :
hullding was evacuated then.

The building was quickly
evacuated but not before sev-
eral organizations, meeting
there, had their meetings in-
terrupted and their agendas
distrubed.

The bomb call to police
may have had some connec-
tion with the street battle
that was to take place. Po-
lice think It was a divert-
ing tactic on the part of some
of the principals In the fight
attempt.

Calls to police were made
Thursday at 4 :l5, 4:30 and
7:15 P.M. alerting them to
the action that was to follow
at the parking lot. The po-
lice began breaking up
groups that were seen con-
gregating In various areas.
As many as ISO youths were
dispersed by them.

The police vigil was con-
tinued the following days and
a watchful eye on groups
was kept over the weekend
and into part of this week.
